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Camp Guidelines
     To have a dynamic, fun, and engaging experience, the following expectations/rules will be enforced:
· Do NOT use cell phones, smart watches, and devices during RYLA activities, sessions, etc.
· NO guests/visitors (friends/parents are not allowed on campgrounds after students dropped off).
· Students can NOT leave campground (unless with permission and/or special circumstances). 
· Treat the campgrounds with respect (pick up your trash and throw it away—do NOT litter).

What to Bring to RYLA Camp
· Positivity!!! Be kind. Be patient. Be respectful. Listen. Learn. Participate.
· Bedding/pillow (light blanket, twin-size sheets, and/or a sleeping bag, etc.).
· Fan (cabin has A/C but not sure how cool you may want it to be when sleeping).
· Flashlight/Headlamp (in the cabin late at night or when we are outside at night).
· Sound Machine (to help block out unwanted noises when you are trying to sleep).
· 1 pair of gym/tennis or closed-toed footwear (to wear around the campgrounds).
· 1 pair of gym/tennis or closed-toed footwear (that can get dirty, muddy, or wet).
· 2-3 pairs of modest clothes (Fri/Sat/Sun) – jeans, shorts, socks, T-Shirts, PJ’s, underwear, etc.).
· 1-2 pairs of modest clothes (Team-Building on Saturday: that can get dirty, sweaty, or wet).
· Laundry/Plastic bag (to pack away all of your dirty, muddy, sweaty, or wet clothes/sheets, etc.).
· Medication in the original bottle (if needed—but NOT in a pill sorter or unlabeled bottle, etc.). 
· Insect repellant and Sunscreen: High SPF (the campground prefers sprays over other types).
· Toiletries (deodorant, soap, shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, etc.).
· Towels/washcloth (shower, etc.) and Shower Shoes (flip-flops).
· Rain coat/light jacket (just in case it is storming and we have to leave the cabin).
What NOT to Bring to RYLA Camp
· Negativity!!! NO obscenity, profanity, or vulgarity, of any kind. Do not disrupt. Be respectful
· Animals/pets (even if it is an emotional comfort animal/pet).
· Alcohol/Smoking/Vaping/Drugs (of any kind—again, medications must be in original bottles).
· Candy/gum/snacks (the campground stated that it can attract unwanted insects and/or animals).
· Inappropriate clothing (avoid revealing clothes or clothes with inappropriate writing on them).
· Money (cash/money will not be needed – because everything is FREE!!!)
· Skimpy swimsuits/trunks (bring shorts and T-shirts that can get dirty, sweaty, or wet).
· Weapons of any kind (e.g., guns, knives, or even small fireworks, etc.).
Disciplinary Procedures
Please note that ANY violations may result in immediate dismissal and repayment of funds to sponsoring Rotary Club. This will be the last course of action (depending on the nature of the violation)—after repeated warnings. The goal of RYLA is to create a camp experience free from distractions, judgment, and problems.
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
