· Negligent or intentional destruction of property.

· Violation of any safety rules or endangering the health or safety or any person or shelter animal.

· Participation as a volunteer while under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

· Harassment, intimidation, discourtesy, abusive language or behavior towards fellow volunteers, staff or the public.
