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FEES AND ADMISSIONS POLICY 





It is my policy to ensure that parents are advised of the fees that I charge and what these fees include and exclude. I aim to make my setting accessible to children and families from the local community through open, fair and clearly communicated policies and procedures.
Provision
As outlined in the 2021 EYFS framework, I am restricted to the number and ages of children that I may care for at any one time. As part of my Ofsted registration I am able to care for 6 children under the age of 8 years, 3 of which may be under 5 years old and 1 of these may be under 1 year old.

Opening hours
My setting is open at these times 7:30pm-18:00pm Monday-Friday
Childcare and early education entitlements
I offer the following: the universal entitlement for all 3- and 4-year-olds; the extended entitlement for eligible 3- and 4-year-olds with working parents; and the 2-year-old entitlement 
I claim funding from the local authority for your child after having seen evidence to verify their date of birth at our initial meeting. Parents will be required to fully complete a Parent Declaration Form in order for me to claim any funding and deliver the funded care.

Attendance during funded sessions
Please inform me of any reason your child is unable to attend. I am required to monitor your child’s attendance and inform the local authority if attendance falls below 90%. 

If you take your child out of my setting during funded hours, then I am not required to provide alternative sessions.

Hourly rate from £7

Daily rate from £65

Weekly rate from £325

Additional charges 

I make a charge for certain additional services. These are listed below e.g. additional childcare hours, nappies, meals, outings

Meals £2.50 each, Outings from £5.00, Collections/ Drop-offs from £5.00, additional hours from £6.00.
Please note that if you are accessing one of the childcare and early year’s entitlements, government funding is not intended to cover the cost of meals, other consumables, additional hours or additional services. If you are only accessing funded hours then these charges are optional and are not a condition of accessing a free place. All additional charges will be itemised on your invoice. If you experience difficulties meeting the cost of these additional services, please come and speak to me.

Occasional charges

There may be times that other fees are added to your monthly invoice. These may include:

Late collection fee: £5 per 15 minutes’ late collection.

Early arrival/Late drop off fee: £5 per 15 minutes.
First payment- First payment is to be made on the child’s start date.
Late payment fee: Your regular payment is due on the child’s start date of every month (i.e. if your child starts on the 5th of September payment will be due on the 5th of every month) Late payment incurs a fee of £5 per day.

Holidays and unplanned absences

I take 2 weeks’ holiday each year which is charged at 100% of the normal fee. I will share my holiday dates in January each year. 

Parents’ holiday incurs a 100% charge if four weeks’ notice is given. Otherwise, normal fees apply. 

My setting is closed on bank and public holidays and a 100% fee will apply.
