In our times of plenty as well as our times of need, I hope we  

remember that we are always in God’s hands. I hope we can  

rejoice in our blessings and share them with those most in need. 

May we place our whole trust in the God “whose power, work-

ing in us, can do infinitely more than we can ask or imagine.”
