50 Years of Women’s Ordination 
 

Yup: 50 years. On July 29, 1974, the first eleven women were  

ordained in Philadelphia as Episcopal priests. That ordination 

was controversial, and it wasn’t exactly “legal.” The new priests 

had previously been ordained as deacons, but women would 

have no formal path to the priesthood until General Convention 

created one in 1976. Canonical ordinations began on Jan. 1, 1977.   

Women now serve across the church as deacons, priests, and 

bishops. In 2006, the Rt. Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schori became 

Presiding Bishop; more than 45 women are active bishops today. 

The church is thankful for all its clergy, both male and female. 

This month, however, we give especial thanks for the courage 

and faith of the “Philadelphia Eleven” and for the bishops who  

ordained them.
