The
words vary, but there’s a moment like this every communion
Sunday —every time we come to the Prayers of the People.
Every week, we pray for the church and the nation, for our
world and our community, for those who are suffering and
those who ha\./e gone before us. The leader s.tar’fs each prayer; Be joyful in the Lord,
the congregation responds. The leader then invites our own

: all you lands; serve the
prayers, our own special needs and concerns. And usually, a ]
murmur goes through the pews: A neighbor with cancer. A Lord with g lad.ness and
friend needing strength. A community devastated by war, or come before his
fire, or flood. presence with a song.

The leader then invites our thanksgivings, and the pews fall

I don’t doubt that many of us are giving thanks, voicelessly.
Maybe our hearts and minds are full of gratitude. But why, I
wonder, do our blessings seem harder to share than our
concerns? Do they seem too personal? Too trivial? Too boastful?

I know I tend to be as silent, at these moments, as anyone else.
Since I don’t have the habit of speaking my thanks out loud, the
moment comes... and my brain freezes. Maybe some of yours
do, too.

So here’s my challenge to myself this fall, and to anyone who's
up for joining me. I'm going to try to look ahead to that moment,
every time I prepare for Sunday’s service. I'm going to try to
come, each week, ready to speak my thanks for something
aloud... even if it’s just a word or two. To voice my gratitude, as
well as my prayers. What better time than this season of
abundance and thanksgiving?
