· Ephesians 5:17-21	“…giving thanks always for all things…”

4. What things will we eternally “put off” which are part of the “old man with his deeds”?
· Colossians 3:8-9	“…anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication…”

5. What things will we eternally “put on” as of the “new man”?
· Colossians 3:10-15	“…knowledge, mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness…”

6. What will dwell richly dwell in us?
· Colossians 3:16	“…the word of Christ…in all wisdom…”

7. How will we treat others in the heavenly places who are less mature?
· Colossians 3:21	“…provoke not…lest they become discouraged…”

8. How will our minds work?
· Philippians 2:1-4	“…likeminded…one accord…of one mind…”
· 1Corinthians 2:16	“…the mind of Christ…”
· Romans 12:16	“…of the same mind…”

9. Will we become weary?
· 2Thessalonians 3:12	“…not weary…”

10. What will happen to what we know?
· Philippians 1:9-10	“…abound…in knowledge…”

11. How will we be with brethren with whom we had no useful fellowship?
· Philemon 1:10-11	“…unprofitable, but now profitable…”
