The ministry of “The Footsteps of Jesus” (FOJ) made one trip to Israel in 2025 and will be making
two trips in 2026 with the first trip in March and a second in October. This is a valuable part of
scaling the ministry for the future as we further develop relationships, itineraries, routines and tools
for the trip. We are coordinating with some exceptional friends such as Capt. Daveed, our Jesus
boat captain in Galilee, Father Kelly at The Magdala Hotel, Samantha at the Notre Dame Center and
many others. “FOJ” has developed an impactful twenty-two-week program for group studies
preceding the trip that explores each site that we visit immediately after landing in Tel Aviv. We will
continue to focus primarily on the sites of Jesus however, there are several remarkable sites
including Caesarea, Gideon Spring, Ein Gedi, the Hezekiah tunnels that we visit.

“FOJ” will continue to pursue young adult Christian leaders to further develop their leadership for a
future in leading others to Christ with a goal of reaching, teaching and inspiring more than 1,000
leaders in the next ten years.
