Some Light wind tips. 

Keep the steering to a minimum. The rudder is like a brake and every time it gets 
wiggled, the boat will slow down.

Ease out the sails a little. Don’t strap everything in, loose is good for the light days. 
And “when in doubt, let it out!”.

Put some twist in your sails. Main traveller up and the sheet is eased to get the
 boom below centre. Jib cars come back to open the top of the headsail. 

Help the sails keep their shape by sitting on the low side.  Try to keep movement 
on the boat to a minimum.
