Celebrate Safely: 
 
 

Be Prepared… before you light fireworks  
o Only use fireworks purchased from  

state licensed fireworks stands—illegal 
fireworks are subject to immediate  
confiscation and possible criminal charges. 

o Store fireworks out of children’s reach. 
o Keep pets safe indoors. 
o Always keep water handy. 

 
Be Safe… when lighting fireworks  

o Only adults should light fireworks. 
o Only use fireworks outdoors.  
o Do not throw fireworks or hold in your hand. 
o Protect your eyes. 
o Light one firework at a time and move  

away quickly—never relight a “dud”. 
 

Be Responsible… after you finish  
o Soak used fireworks in water. 
o Be considerate and clean up used fireworks. 
o Remember firework debris belong  

in the trash, NOT the recycle bin. 
o Keep matches and lighters away from 

children.
