Selection Process and Awards:

1. Preliminary Stage (6 January —28" February, 2025)

Submissions are collected and reviewed online. Selected participants will advance to
the finals.

2. Second Round (7" March, 2025)

Held offline in Sydney, where the Australian “Cultural Ambassadors” will be chosen.
Awards include first, second, and third prizes, with the number of winners
determined based on the finalists. Selected winners will be recommended for the
global online evaluation.

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e Duration: The total duration should not exceed 4 minutes, including 1 minute for
self-introduction and conclusion, and 3 minutes for the main content.

e Language: Use Mandarin and/or English. Priority is given to Mandarin, which
earns additional points.

e Format: Horizontal video with 19201080 resolution, in avi, mov, wmv, mpg, or
similar formats.

Additional Notes:

Content should be positive, thematic, and non-controversial. By submitting,
participants grant the organizers the right to use the material for promotional
purposes.
