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It's been another busy
12 months here at Ebo
HQ. So much has
happened since we last
wrote to you all.

School closed its doors
at the end of July 2023
after only our second
full year in the New

School. We have
implimented new
worksheets for the

children to use during
lessons, set up new
report cards for the
children so we can
share with our sponsors
a more in depth view of
how their children are
doing throughout the
year & we have
installed wifi & security
cameras to allow us to
communicate easily
with our Head of School
& see the children
learning. It's been a
huge boost to all the
trustees to be able to
see the school & the
children, as none of us
have visited in over 3
years.
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Its not all been plain
sailing though, as with
any property there have
been a few on-going
maintenance jobs that
we need to keep on top
of, and after only 12
months the floor which
was laid during the build
was crumbling and
becoming a hazard to
staff & children.

The only real long term
solution was to tile the
floors in all 3 of the
huge classrooms, a big
bill to swallow but the
safety of our children
and staff is of the most
importance and had to
be done. The team got
to work during the
summer holidays & got
all 3 rooms tiled and
ready for the childrens
return in  September
(pictures on page 4).
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Children from the
poorest families in
Ebo Town have

appreciated what we
as a charity stand for,
as we still endeavor to
give a FREE high
guality education to all
of the children in all 3
classrooms.

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Childrens Lessons & Exams

23 Children have left to go to
Grade 1 this year. They were all
presented with certificates and

parents were invited to the
school to see the award
ceremony.

In addition to the leavers

certificates we also awarded
children who placed 1st, 2nd and
3rd in their classes following the

last term exams. We also
handed out attendance and
special  recognition  awards,

Children received certficates &
small prizes as a reward.

We had 5 children who achieved
100% attendance this year - this
may not sound like a great
number, but with disease rife
and medical treatment

expensive in The Gambia it's a
rare thing to achieve & not
something we have achieved in
the past so we are extremely
pleased.

Back here in the UK we have
been working with the teachers
to build a brand new curriculum
for 2023, supported by new and

exciting worksheets for the
children to use in their lessons
when school re-opens on the
25th September.

All these changes will ensure
that for years to come we can
give children a full and varied
education during their time with
us.

Enrolments

August saw us open our doors
once again to the community as
we opened our enrolments for
the 2023-2024 school year.

This is always a crazy & long
day as families flood the school
hoping to get their child a place.

In previous years our enrolment
number was always ruled by our
leavers, but with the introduction
of termly exams we have been
able to understand how the
children are doing in much
greater detail than we ever did
before. This means we can see
if a child is ready to move up a
level rather than their age

determining if they had to move
up or not. This meant that
although we had 23 chidren
leave us we only had a
maximum of 20 enrolment
spaces to fill - This would give
us 27 children in our Level 1
class which is the maximum the
Education Department will allow.

We have so many things on the “to do”
list if & when funds allow, including
enclosing the celings in each
classroom - this will reduce the noise
transferance and allow each class to
fully focus on their teacher without
being able to hear the other classes.

This would also allow for us to install
ceiling fans to help keep the room
temperatures bearable during the
hottest months.
