Monthly Meeting Minutes

The monthly meeting of the Atlanta Township Board was held October 14th, 2025 at the Atlanta Township Building.  The meeting was called to order at 7:36 P.M. by Supervisor Julie Osborn.  Those present were Supervisor Julie Osborn, Clerk Shellie Reed, Trustees Georgia Green, Chuck Van Hoorn and Bruce Compton; Highway Commissioner Wes Green and Cemetery Manager Shelly Brooks.  Guests present were Martha Green and Harold Green.  Trustee Joshua Koonce was absent.     

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Supervisor Julie Osborn. 

The following items were discussed:
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  There was no public comment.      

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:  The minutes of the September 9, 2025 meeting were reviewed by each member.  Trustee Green made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Trustee Van Hoorn seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion carried to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2025 meeting as presented.  
 
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Osborn said an extension has been filed for the Comptroller’s Report with Striegel Knobloch who is doing the audit and the report. 

CLERK’S REPORT: Clerk Reed announced she requested the recycling dumpster be put on a six-week rotation due to issues with getting requests acknowledged in a timely manner.  We will monitor the dumpster to see if that time-frame works or it needs to be more often.    

HIGHWAY COMMISSIONER REPORT:  Highway Commissioner Green reported the following: a  shoulder disk was borrowed from Logan County used on the locker plant road, Lazy Row and Arch Street; gravel roads were graded after rain; someone texted him about trash being dumped in Clear Creek again off the bridge so he went and cleaned it out; the final report of road work was received from Logan County and it was $20,000.00 a mile which came out of motor fuel tax fund at Logan County; a new battery was put in the dump truck. 

CEMETERY REPORT:  Cemetery Manager Brooks reported the following:  a cremation burial was held on September 20 for Rodney Brooks; one call was received looking for burial space; 30 burial cards were updated thanks to research for the restoration project; Dena Memorials started the restoration project last week and it appears to be done. 

OLD BUSINESS:  New Windows:  no date for installation received yet.

Hope Packs donation increase –  Trustee Green spoke to Candie who at this time does not feel additional funds are needed.  However, if that changes, she will reach out to the other Townships.  

NEW BUSINESS:  2025-2026 Levy – discussion was held on the levy for the Road and Bridge District.  Highway Commissioner Green would like to keep it the same.  Discussion was held on Atlanta Township levy.  Trustee Green made a motion to keep the Atlanta Road and Bridge District Levy the same as last year and to increase the Atlanta Township Levy by 5% and to post the levy for review.  Trustee Compton seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken:  Ayes: 4; Nays 0.  Trustee Koonce was absent.  The motion carried and the proposed levy will be posted for review.    

FINANCIAL REPORT & PAYING OF BILLS:  Board Members reviewed the bills to be paid.  Trustee Van Hoorn made a motion to approve the financial report and paying of the bills.  Trustee Green seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken:   Ayes: 4; Nays: 0.  Trustee Koonce was absent.  The motion carried and bills were approved for payment. 

QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS:  No questions or comments were presented. 

Supervisor Osborn adjourned the meeting at 8:20 pm.
