
Neltner's Farm is located in Camp Springs, Kentucky and was established in 1857 by Joseph Neltner, a German immigrant
who settled in the valley of Camp Springs, KY. Today, Claire Neltner and son Kevin primarily operate the Clarence Neltner
family farm, running six trucks a week to tri-state   truck markets including historic Findlay Market in Cincinnati. The entire
family including, Lisa, Keith, rick and their eight grandsons and two granddaughters, and one great grandson support them

 
We welcome you to the farm that our family has worked for well over a century. While our roots still hold firm to a rich
farming heritage that yields fresh fruits and vegetables, and jams and jellies, we also share the rustic farm for weddings,

group events, our fall festival and more.
 

Neltner’s farm raises hydroponic tomatoes, cucumbers, melons, beans, berries, squash, pumpkins, apples, peaches,
blackberries, corn, and more. All are sold locally at farmer’s markets and on the farm. These hydroponic plants are unique in

that these plants are grown without being planted in soil and only given water and nutrients through fertilizer. This
hydroponic system is enclosed in a greenhouse to provide temperature control, reduce evaporative water loss, and to reduce

disease and pest infestations.
