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Conservation and Other Natural Resources Scholarships
Campbell County Conservation District will award three scholarships of $1,500 each to students enrolled in natural resource conservation, forestry, soil science, ecology, wildlife science, agriculture, or biology with a focus on conservation (see guidelines below). Applications must be postmarked or returned to the district office by the third Friday in January.
Several other scholarship opportunities are available for student’s pursuing careers in agriculture and natural resources. The Kentucky Association of Conservation Districts (KACD) Auxiliary offers statewide scholarships: 1) Conservation of Natural Resources Scholarship for current college students and 2) George Crafton Memorial Scholarship for high school seniors entering college in the fall. The application deadline for these scholarships is the first Friday in February, at the Conservation District Office. GUIDELINES 
The following information must be submitted to the Campbell County Conservation District and postmarked by the third Friday in January.
1. Completed application form.
2. Current High School and/or College grade transcripts.
3. Essay on career plans and intended field of study, and why you are applying for this scholarship. Please submit typewritten, double-spaced, on not more than two pages.
4. Two letters of recommendation from school officials or community leaders, not to include relatives.

REQUIREMENTS
1. Applicants must be Campbell County residents.
2. High school students planning to enter college in the fall, as well as students currently attending college, are eligible to apply.
3. Previous scholarship recipients are eligible to apply.
4. Applicants must be enrolled in or intend to enter a program of study directly related to agriculture or natural resources conservation.
5. Applicants who are enrolled in a four-year program of studies and registered for a minimum of 12 hours per semester or quarter will be given preference.
6. Applicants must have a grade point average of 3.0 or better on a 4.0 scale.
7. If, for any reason the scholarship recipient does not attend college, the scholarship will be awarded to another qualified applicant.
8. Scholarship money will be paid directly to the college or university upon receipt of proof of enrollment. One-half of the scholarship will be awarded for the first semester, and the remainder will be awarded for the second semester, provided the student maintains a 3.0 or better grade point average for the first semester.
9. The recipient will be notified of selection in March.
10. If the application is approved, a video clip no longer than three minutes is to be created at no cost to the applicant. It is to include a personal segment and an academic/internship segment. The applicant will be contacted by the Conservation District to set up an appointment with Campbell Media.
