Celebrations were blessed with 
sunshine at the Kirkhope Steading 

development as the long-awaited 
‘official’ opening took place on 
Tuesday 23rd July. This successful 
major building project of five 
affordable houses and seven business 
units was carried out by the Ettrick and 
Yarrow Community Development Company, 
a community based charity run by a volunteer board. 
The opening ceremony was carried out by the 
Scottish Housing Minister, Paul McLennan MSP who 
unveiled a plaque marking the occasion and visited 
one of the houses to see the work. Thanks to Holly 
Mulligan and Jack Elliot for showing off their house 
so close to their wedding day! 

Chairman of the EYCDC, Sir Michael Strang Steel 
welcomed everyone including past and present 
board members, some of the housing and business 
unit tenants, the building project team and 
representatives from the main funders. This was 
a very ambitious £2.3 million pound project to 
purchase an old farm steading from Buccleuch 
Estates and transform it into 5 eco-friendly houses 
with ground source heat pumps, PV panels and 
battery storage, each house achieving an  
A rating for energy efficiency. 

The project also converted part of 
the steading into business units with 

workshops and office space, again with PV 
panels, battery storage and an air source heat 

pump. Quite an achievement for a small group!

The houses were let to five local young families 
in December 2022, providing some much needed 
affordable and easy to heat homes. The business 
units have also been in demand with six of the 
seven spaces currently occupied. This is the first and 
only community led affordable housing project in 
the Borders so it was good to see it being officially 
recognised and celebrated. It definitely merited a 
party with lots of cake! 

Sir Michael thanked the main funders including 
the Scottish Land Fund, the Scottish Government 
Rural Housing Fund, the South of Scotland 
Enterprise agency, Scottish Borders Council, the SSE 
Sustainable Development Fund and the Langhope 
Rig windfarm fund.
