15 slices bacon, each cut into 3 
smaller sections
3/4 cup light br. sugar, packed
1/2 tsp cayenne pepper
pinch of black pepper (optional)

Prepare a large baking sheet 
with a rim with a layer of alu-
minum foil, lightly coated with 
non-stick cooking spray.  Set 
aside. Preheat oven to 350 F de-
grees. Pat sausages dry with a 
paper towel and wrap each with 
a piece of cut bacon.  Secure 
with a toothpick.

Add brown sugar, cayenne, and 
black pepper to a large ziploc 
bag.  Use a spoon to combine 
the sugar with seasonings. Add 
several sausages, seal bag and 
shake gently to coat.  Repeat 
with all remaining sausages.
Line sausages on prepared 
baking sheet and bake 30 -35 
minutes, until bacon browns. 
For extra crispness, broil for a 
couple of minutes after baking.

1 cup all purpose flour
 1/4 cup dark unsweetened 
cocoa powder
 1 tsp baking powder
 1/2 tsp baking soda
 1/4 tsp salt
 6 tbsp granulated white sugar
 1 cup buttermilk
 1 large egg
 3 tbsp melted butter
 6 oreos finely crushed
For the cream:
 2 cups cold heavy cream
 1/4 cup granulated white sugar
 2 oreos finely crushed
 *chocolate syrup for drizzling

In a large bowl, add flour, cocoa 
powder, baking powder, baking 
soda, salt and sugar. Whisk to-
gether. add in egg, buttermilk 
and butter. Whisk shortly until 
batter comes together, but a 
few lumps remain. Gently stir 
in crushed Oreos. Let batter sit a 
few minutes to thicken. 

Grease your skillet and bring to 
medium heat. Measure out 1/4 
cup of batter. Pour batter into 
middle of skillet, using a spatula 
to help scrape out batter from 
measuring cup as it will be quite 
thick. 

Cook pancake until bubbles be-
gin to break the surface, then 
flip to other side and cook  until 
pancake is done. Repeat with 
remaining batter. You should 
have enough batter for about 10 
pancakes.

To make cream, pour heavy 
cream and sugar into a large 
mixing bowl of a stand mixer. 
Mix on high speed with a wire 
whisk until cream becomes stiff 
peaks. Spread or pipe cream on 
top of one of the pancakes.

Sprinkle some crushed Oreos 
over cream. Gently place a pan-
cake on top. Repeat with cream, 
crushed Oreos and pancakes.
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
