
Bible Study 1: The Patience of Job 

Introduction: Job is often cited as the epitome of patience and endurance in the face of suffering. His 

story teaches us about maintaining faith through the hardest of trials and trusting in God's greater plan. 

Scripture: Job 1:1-22
