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ELECTRIC HIRE BOAT AGREEMENT

This Boat Hire Agreement is between Runnymede Boatyard and the undersigned
I understand and agree to the following:
· I assume full responsibility for the boat I am provided with for the duration of my hire and the accompanying accessories.  I shall bear all risk of damage or loss of the boat, or any portion thereof, including but not limited to damage and theft, and shall pay Runnymede Boatyard the cost of repair or replacement in the event of but not limited to damage, loss, or theft of the equipment.
· I understand that I am liable for all dirty, damaged, lost, or stolen equipment and any fees associated with the listed equipment, and that all equipment must be returned in good condition as determined by Runnymede Boatyard, I understand that I am responsible for returning the boat at the agreed time, and that a late fee will be charged for items that are overdue. Food or drink may be brought on board by passengers on the condition that all rubbish is removed at the end of the hire and any spillages cleaned. Runnymede Boatyard reserves the right to charge a £40 cleaning charge if the boat is not returned clean and tidy.
· Runnymede Boatyard reserves the right not to hire a boat to any person which its staff consider unsuitable to operate the vessel. All passengers are required to behave in a responsibly on board. This includes responsible consumption of alcohol, suitable clothing and behaviour. Any children on board must be closely supervised. The hirer and passengers must always be courteous to other river users, and neighbouring properties.
· The boat must be returned on time by the end of your hire. Runnymede Boatyard reserves the right to charge a late return fee based on £30 for every 30 mins delayed.
· There is strictly no smoking allowed on the boat at any time.
· I understand that Runnymede Boatyard is not responsible for the weather, and I will be expected to undertake my booking and liable to pay for the hire I have requested in all weather conditions. However if the river conditions are unsafe, Runnymede Boatyard will of course cancel and rebook the hire with no additional charges.
· I understand that no tuition or training is provided by Runnymede Boatyard other than basic overview of the controls of the boat and a safety briefing. A manual is also provided, and it is my responsibility to familiarise myself with all instructions prior to setting off.
· I am over 21 years in age and understand I must be present during the use of the boat and ensure no one under the age of 21 is allowed to use the boat’s controls.
· I agree to obey all local regulations, and all lawful directives from appropriate emergency or law enforcement personnel, while operating or renting the boat
· I agree that I am aware of the maximum persons for the vessel (6 adults maximum) and agree to ensure that this limit is not exceeded.
· I am aware no pets are allowed on board unless agreed in advance. Runnymede Boatyard may agree to one well behaved small / medium sized dog on board. Dogs are not permitted on the seats or cushions.
· RECOGNITION OF RISK: I acknowledge that boating and all other water activity is an activity with inherent risks of injury to persons and property. I am aware of these risks and understand them. Runnymede Boatyard recommends all hirers to wear a Buoyancy Aid at all times while on the water and these can be provided free of charge. They are compulsory for passengers under the age of 12 and for non-swimmers.
· RELEASE OF LIABILITY: I hereby release Runnymede Boatyard, its agents, contractors, employees, and owners from liability for negligence and hold them harmless from any loss, expense, or cost, including solicitor’s fees, arising out of damages or injuries, whether to persons or property, including those not listed on this agreement, occurring as a result of the rental or use of the boat.
· This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between myself and Runnymede Boatyard and no term may be waived or modified, including any provision against spoken modification, except in writing signed by both parties. There are no warranties, expressed or implied, by Runnymede Boatyard to me, except as contained herein, and Runnymede Boatyard shall not be liable for any loss or injury to myself nor to anyone else, of any kind or however caused.
· Runnymede Boatyard is not responsible for any loss or damage of personal items taken with you on your hire. 
· DEPOSIT – A £100 cash deposit must be left and will be refunded upon safe return of the boat. If you do not have the £100 cash deposit, we will require to hold a form of ID such as a driving license, for the duration of the hire. 
· I sign it of my own free will, I am aware that this includes a release of liability and is binding on me, heirs, executors, administrators and assigns, or any person claiming by or through me.
