1. Entry will be open to any adult bowler 18 years and older and Delayed Entry Recruits 

under the age of 18. There will be special division and non-monetary 

prizes for those Delayed Entry Recruits. 

 

2. Entrants will use their highest final average of the 2023-2024 bowling season. 

If no final average exists: 

 

A. summer average 2024 will be used 

B. current average as of 21 games will be used 

C. final average of the 2023-2024 High School bowling season 

 

3. For non-bowlers, the tournament management will determine which division they 

will be placed in. This is not a certified USBC tournament. 

 
4. The tournament will be scratch, nine-pin, no tap, 3 game series. 

 

5. Entrants will be divided into the divisions specified on the entry form. The Tournament 

Committee reserves the right to combine or delete divisions based on the number of entries. 

 

6. Make checks payable to Springfield Clark County USBC. NO entries will be accepted  

without the entry fee. Entry fees are non-refundable. 

 

7. All bowlers must check in with the tournament office no later than 30 minutes prior to 

bowling times. Averages should be verified when the bowler checks in. After the tournament 

list and the prize list are posted no changes in averages will be accepted. 

 

8. When ties occur, the prize money will be combined and divided equally among the tied 

position winners. 

 
9. Entry fee will be $25.00 per person per event. 

 
10. The Tournament Committee will decide any questions not covered by these rules. 

 

11. The Tournament Committee will have the power to hear and act upon all protests arising 

from or under the construction of the rules of this tournament. 

 
12. Bowler may bowl once each shift and may only place once in their division.
