ELEMENTARY CORE CLASSES:  
(all students ages 7 to 11 attend these six core classes from 9:00 - 11:40)

Bible:  This year we start at Genesis 1:1 and will cover major events and people throughout the Old Testament (first semester) and New Testament (second semester). Fun activities will help reinforce the lessons and students will be encouraged to memorize provided scriptures.

Science:  This year’s focus is on God’s amazing six days of creation!  Students will do in-depth studies on God’s design in light, water, air, land, seas, plants, celestial bodies, animals, and people.
Music:  We will look at various musical concepts, challenging the kids to think about how to use music to honor God. First semester will focus on listening and training the ears, while training their hearts and minds in Biblical lessons. Tuesday’s classes will be preparing for an end-of-semester performance in November.  The Friday music classes are not performing first semester.
History: We begin our year with an archeological dig to learn how we discover things about history.  Throughout the fall semester we work our way through the divided kingdom of Judea and Israel, highlighting the important people, places, and events in history.  Spring semester we pick up where we left off and work our way through the fall of the Roman Empire.

Art:  We start by teaching the basic art elements of line, space, texture, shape, form, value, and color, through a variety of mediums.  We finish the semester by teaching about and creating cave paintings, woven baskets, and clay pots, which are art forms from our historical period.

This class will teach students about Jewish culture and traditions, as well as the reasons behind their various celebrations. HSE 2025-2026: Creation to the Fall of Rome

MIDDLE & HIGH SCHOOL CORE CLASSES: 
(all students age 12 and up attend these 4 core classes from 9:00 - 11:40)

Bible:  This class will spend the year laying the foundations for the historical veracity of scripture, walking through Genesis 1-11. The focus will be on the confidence we can have as Christians in the truth of Biblical historical accounts and will equip students to intelligently discuss key elements of Genesis (and the Bible as a whole) with confidence.  Taught by Jim Powers

History:  Picking up where the Bible class will leave off, History class begins with the Table of Nations and “sudden civilizations”, studying early civilizations to discover the important people, places, and events of history through God’s lens.  First semester investigates civilizations throughout the Old Testament time period. Second semester will focus primarily on Greece, Rome, and the early church. Taught by Sarah Day (14-18 year olds) and Richard Kochis (12-13 year olds)

Jewish Feasts, Festivals, & Foundations: An important portion of our historical time frame is the establishment of the nation of Israel.  This class will teach students about Jewish culture and traditions, as well as the reasons behind their various celebrations.  Students will celebrate many of the Jewish Feasts throughout the year as they coincide with our history lessons.  Food will be a regular element of this class, so please be sure we are aware of any food allergies your student(s) may have.
An additional element of this class, interspersed throughout the weeks, will be practical application of lessons from the people and events the students will be covering in History class.
