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WOMEN'S EVENING BIBLE STUDY
On Thursday evening, 7/02, at 6:30pm we wrap up Session
6, Wisdom in Work, Wealth, and Leadership. The book of Prov-
erbs continues to show us how we are to handle the resources
God has entrusted to us, things like our money, time, job, tal-
ents, or relationships, and reminds us of what it looks like to be
good stewards for the glory of God. When we forget that we are
stewards, we use the resources like they came from and belong
to us. What we have does not belong to us, and wisdom calls us
to share in such a way that honors God and benefits His crea-
tion. Let's continue our journey on the way of wisdom!

Then on Thursday, 7/09 we will hear from Courtney Doctor in
Session 7, on Training a Wise Heart. Wise living is a skill you can
grow. You can learn to intentionally live God's way in God's
world. We don't have to wish for wisdom, we can ask for it and
participate in the ways God has laid out for us to become wis-
er. True wisdom will grow as we love and follow the One in
whom all wisdom is found.

On Thursday, 7/16 we will not meet, but rather put our words
int tion an rt our VB ring the week of 7/13-

7/17 using our money, time, talents, or relationships, for the
glory of God. Whether it is physically by helping during VBS or
spiritually, praying for the VBS workers, children and families
we encounter, let's focus on our community and outreach and
continue to walk in the way of wisdom.

We will wrap up Session 7, Training a Wise Heart, on Thursday,
7/23 and discuss what it looks like to intentionally put our
efforts into growing wiser through the book of Proverbs. To pur-
sue wisdom means to pursue Christ. When you look in the mir-
ror of Scripture, you see your need for Christ. When you listen to
instruction, you are listening to Jesus, the wisdom and Word of
God. When you lean into the process, you are leaning into Jesus
and the Holy Spirit. One scholar noted, "Seek wisdom and you
willfind God. Find God and you will gain wisdom."

Lastly for the month of July, on 7/30, we will learn in Session 8
about A Portrait of Wisdom as we work through Proverbs 31. We
will also look back at the themes introduced in the collected
sayings of chapters 10-30 and we'll ask: "how does Proverbs 31
capture the main idea of the book of Proverbs as a whole".

Haven't been able to join us yet, all women are welcome as we
seek "The Way of Wisdom", a study of the book of Proverbs on
Thursday evenings from 6:30-8:00pm.
