Slow motion pictures were taken of all the track events for heats and
finals. A dispute arose in the seccond heat of the “100” as to the com-
petitor securing second place. The exhibition of the film Saturday morn-
ing showed that the judges were in error and their decision as to the
second place was reversed. Apparently this is the first time in track
sports that authentic pictures had been taken on the finish line produced
which warranted the reversal of the judges’ decision. This action was
made possible by the Amendment to the Rules at the last Convention.
