It all started out
as. a random. job
application - after -
browsing through
several online job
search = websites
for days. I looked




through many mass communication-
related field such - as marketing,
advertising, public relations, writing
and so on.

Honestly speaking, I have zero
interest in any of those fields except
for writing.  But my passion for
writing has subsided over the years
until T found this job.

I received a couple of interviews
and - -attended - them, mostly
marketing -and advertising jobs.
~ However, these companies were

judgmental - and - incredibly - rigid.
~ What I cannot stand is that they do
not want to hire me because of my
lack of experience.

If you do not even give me the
chance, how the hell am I supposed
to get my experience?



Also, they asked really judgmental
questions, hoping to paint a picture
of me out from my. answers. I
remember an interview that left me
fuming for days.

“Please tell us in five words or
less, what do you think of the word
“team”.

“Please use one minute to tell us
why we should hire you.”

What is the point of all these
questions? Talkischeap. Anyone can .
churn out any answers they want. If -
you really are sincere about finding a
- good worker, hire someone-and then

judge him or her from their actions.
They asked me even more similar
questions and one interviewer even
said it to- my face that he can see
that I am a person who loves to

party, which is not true.
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I say that my passion for writing .
subsided - because I remember -
getting bad grades in school and that
really pulled down my confidence to
write. I did get a few good grades
though, very seldom. I think the bad
grades were . because of teacher’s
biasness, difference in opinion or
writing style, lack of interest in topic
or feeling too restricted to write (too
much. instructions for assignment,
strained computer lab environment,
awareness that grades will be
awarded, etc)

Also, it is. somewhat difficult to
get a writing job- in - Singapore.
There is no freedom in writing
because so many topics are banned
here and therefore, the market is
small. - The writing jobs  here are
mostly newspaper journalism. The
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newspaper industry here tends to
employ only the elites NUS and NTU
degree holders. I also really hate
magazine writing, they are bimbotic
and full of propaganda. Therefore,
I didnt think that my chance of -
writing is high at all and gave up on .~
it.

I was a lost cat and was confused
for months after my graduation.

As I did not know what to do and
which path to take, 1 desperately
looked for  socially-accepting  jobs
such- as marketing. Everyone tells
me, marketing is good, this and
that. Even my. mother told me to
get a marketing degree right after I
get my diploma.

I was brain-washed by them,
appliedforamarketingdegreecourse

and got offered a place. However,

part of me was contemplating so I
did not accept the offer. I know that
my interest does not lie in marketing
no matter how popular or big the
industry . is. . Attending marketing
- job interviews double confirms my
~ disinterest. This can be related to a
discussion on-another topic“"Wisdom
and Withering”.

I actually wanted to take up
Nursing for my diploma. However,
nursing was seen as a course for -
people with bad grades and mass -
communication was the otherwise.
I received good grades for my GCE
O Levels and therefore, chose the
latter because I can feel the glee
when I tell people I am in a “Mass
Communication” course. Their face
instantly lights up. This is a socially-
accepted course.
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I do regret it as I have wasted
3 years on a diploma that is not
my interest. I am planning to get a
Nursing diploma soon.

Sorry if T went off topic but back
to the actual questions.

Honestly speaking, I would  say
that In10city does things, quite a
unique way.

Usually, other companies will call
me up to set up an interview date
if they like my resume. Some even
conduct - phone - interviews before
they even want to see me. Cap10 on
the other hand, emailed me a long
passage and told me to call drop by
whenever 1 feel like it.

When 1 dropped by to have a
chat with Cap10, he did not ask me
any. judgmental formal interview
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questions and instead, just told me
briefly about the company and his
ideas. He then gave me the choice
as to whether I want to take up the
~job or not. I was confused. I was so
- used to not having a choice in other -
companies as my choice is in their
hands you see.

This freedom he gave and the
other  rigid ‘and -strict: interview
experiences I have been through
contrasted on a high level. Honestly,
this is something new and thus, I
was thinking that he is not being
an _employer seriously. Also, I was
wondering why he would want to
employ me as a full time writer and
editor. I have no experience at all
and I am young. Honestly, I was
having a dodgy feeling about this.

However, ‘I was ~extremely

my passion is rooted deep ‘into
writing, free. writing to be. exact.
I ‘was given another offer as a
Project . Management = Executive
in ‘a reputable American MNC. I
consulted my friends and relatives
and most of them told me to pick
the latter. Reason being, it is a good
company and therefore I can climb
up the career ladder. A very socially-
accepted reason.

I was torn between people’s
acceptance and my own
passion.. That is why I suggested a
1-day trial with In10city as well as
the other company.

During the trial, I felt extremely
