ELIGIBILTY: Entry is open to all of Florida, Alabama, and Georgia.

AGE: All participants must at least 3 years old by January 1, 2025 and not have graduated High
School.

Entry form and fees: All entry registration will be done online with the Showman App. Regular
registration will be open until Oct 31st, 2025. Late entries can be made thru November 7th, with
a S5 late entry fee added.

A livestock inspector will be on hand at check-in to bleed all poultry.

Limit of four (3) exhibit entries per exhibitor.

General rules apply to health on arrival. Exhibitors must provide their own poulty feed, food and
water containers. Exhibitors will be responsible for watering and feeding their poultry.

No fighting poultry will be permitted in the Show.

Categories:

(S8 entry fee) Production — Hens, Roosters

(515 entry fee) Layer Pen — Chicks (Up to 4)

Exhibits will be categorized at the discretion of the show committee. Spectators and Exhibitors
are asked to wait outside the Barn during the judging.

Any grievances must be submitted in writing to the Show Chair, and must be accompanied by a
$100 fee.

Failure to comply with these rules will result in forfeiture of all prizes and awards.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. ELIGIBILITY: Entry is open to all of Florida, Alabama, and Georgia.

3. All rabbits must be healthy and free from any diseases, lice, mites, etc. Rabbits appearing to be
suffering from any health issues will be turned away by the Committee chairperson or State
Health Inspector.

4. Registration and Fess: All entry registration will be done online with the Showman App. Regular
registration will be open until October 315 2025. Late entries will be accepted thru Nov 7",
2025, with a S5 late fee added to entry fee.

5. Exhibitors must provide their own cages (not to exceed 2 x 2) food, water containers, and feed.
Exhibitors will be responsible for watering and feeding their rabbits. Failure to comply with these
rules will result in forfeiture of all prizes and awards.

6. Spectators and Exhibitors are asked to wait outside of the Barn during the judging.

7. Classes and Categories will be determined after check-in at the committee’s discretion.
