 2.  During the second performance, the Whoville flat came on the wrong way for “Here on Who” so we saw the 
 Mayor’s house side. As a result, “Meet JoJo the Who” was played early so Mr. and Mrs. Mayor did not turn the 
 flat to the incorrect side for “It’s Possible.” 

 3.  One of the feathers from the Bird Girls’ feather fan fell out during “How Lucky You Are.” 
 4.  Due to the nature of our packing, we think it would be best if we used the pillberry bush by itself instead of 

 on the tray. Could we get your thoughts on this?

 1.  Some of the fabric on Alexa G. (Gertrude)’s skirt came apart during the first show. Laine fixed it in between 
 shows.
