Valve Lash Adjustment (.025 Intake & Exhaust)

 Only loosen the stud girdle bar enough to be able to turn the adjuster nut you are working on. A lot of times a stud girdle will pull on a rocker stud sideways when tightening. If you loosen the girdle all the way then adjust the rocker and tighten the girdle this will change the setting you just gave it.

Adjust each valve individually and only when the lifter is properly located on the base circle of the lobe. This can be accomplished by watching the movement of the valves.  

*Adjust when the engine is hot (at operating temperature).  


*Hand turn the engine in its normal direction of rotation 

*When the exhaust valve begins to open, adjust that cylinder's intake valve.


(When the exhaust is just beginning to open, the intake lifter will be on the base circle of the lobe, so the intake is the one we can now adjust.) 

After the intake valve has been adjusted, rotate the engine, watching that intake valve.
The intake valve will go to full lift and then begin to close. 


*When the intake is almost closed, adjust that cylinder’s exhaust valve.

(When we see the intake valve almost closed, we are sure that the exhaust lifter is on the base circle of the lobe.)  

* Move to your next cylinder and follow the same procedure.

A new Comp Cams bumpstick was called into play since this incarnation of our motor will include a supercharger. This blower-specific mechanical roller grind includes more lift and duration for the exhaust valves to aid in clearing the cylinders after the power stroke. The cam specs out as follows when installed on a 114-degree centerline: Duration at 0.050: 260 intake/266 exhaust Gross valve lift: 0.668 intake/0.678 exhaust Since this was a mechanical roller camshaft, we had to replace the stock metal gear on our MSD distributor with a carbon gear and set valve lash every so often to ensure the valve timing stays with spec.
