OFFICIAL RULES
Anti-Graffiti Video Contest
1. WHAT IS THE CONTEST?

The Anti-Graffiti Video Contest (the “Contest”) is an opportunity for students to visually demonstrate why a graffiti free Arizona is important to them, their family and friends.  
2.  WHO IS ELEGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE CONTEST?

You may participate if:

You are a student in kindergarten through 12th grade attending a public, private or charter school or any student member of a law enforcement organized youth group at the time of your submission.

Entries may be submitted by; *Individuals, **Individual Teams of 2-5 people, and/or ***Sponsored Teams, (ie: Boys&Girls Club)."
You may NOT participate if:

You are a child or sibling of any organized Arizona law enforcement association member or
You are not a resident of Arizona.
3. DO I HAVE TO BUY SOMETHING TO ENTER THE CONTEST? 
No purchase is necessary or required to enter or to win the contest.

4.  WHEN IS THE ENTRY PERIOD OF THE CONTEST?

The submission period for the Contest will begin on July 1, 2018 at 9:00 a.m.  Arizona time and the Contest will end at March 1, 2019 at 5 p.m. Arizona time.
5.  WHAT ARE THE SUBMISSION RULES AND GUIDELINES OF THE CONTEST? 
Contestants must not use copyrighted material in their videos.

Videos must be no more than 30 seconds in length. 
Send your video and a scanned signed Contestant Release Form to clea-gi-az@cox.net for each individual.  Only after receiving the signed Contestant Release Form from each individual will the video be considered.  A Group of two or more must submit Contestant Release Form for each individual.
Contestants must not use pre-recorded or copyrighted music in their videos unless they have a Master Use and Synchronization license.  
Contestants may use royalty-free music or their own original score.

6. IS THERE ANYTHING THAT CANNOT BE SUBMITTED TO THE CONTEST? 
Your Submission must NOT contain images that are or contain: Copyrighted, trademarked, protected by trade secret or otherwise subject to third party proprietary rights, including privacy and publicity rights, unless you are the owner of such rights or have permission from their rightful owner to post the material;
Material that is hateful, tortuous, defamatory, slanderous or libelous; gratuitous violence or dangerous stunts; real weapons of any kind; illegal drug use; nudity, lewd or vulgar behavior; or any other material that would be deemed offensive by reasonable standards;
Material that promotes bigotry, racism, hatred or harm against any group or individual or promotes discrimination based on race, sex, religion, nationality, disability, sexual orientation, age or any other basis protected by Federal, State, or Local Law, Ordinance, or Regulation; 

Material in violation of or contrary to the laws or regulations of Arizona
If your Submission does not comply with the above restrictions as determined by CLEA-GI in its sole discretion, it will be disqualified.
7. AGREEMENT TO OFFICIAL RULES:
Participation in the Contest constitutes full and unconditional agreement to the Official Rules. 
8.  HOW DO PARTICIPANTS ENTER A VIDEO IN THE CONTEST?

Send your video and a scanned signed Contestant Release Form to clea-gi-az@cox.net for each individual.  (A Group must submit Contestant Release Form for each individual.)
Only after receiving the signed Contestant Release Form will the video be considered.
9.  CAN A PARTICIPANT ENTER MORE THAN ONE VIDEO IN THE CONTEST?

10.  PRIZE 
A prize of $1,000 will be awarded to the winning video.
*If the winner is an Individual, the $1,000 prize shall be awarded to the individual and the $250 sponsor-prize to the sponsoring teacher.
**If the winner is an Individual Team, the $1,000 prize shall be divided among the participants equally and the $250 sponsor-prize awarded to the sponsoring teacher.
***If the winner is a Sponsored Team, the $1,000 prize and the $250 sponsor-prize shall both go to the Team Sponsor and be distributed among the participants accordingly.

11.  WINNER NOTIFICATION AND REQUIREMENTS:
Winner will be notified by email or phone.  A completed and signed Contestant Release Form signed by each individual appearing in the video as well as each team member will be required for entry into the contest.  CLEA-GI plans to use the video in whole or part in all media for education and promotion and there shall be no additional compensation to or prior review by the winner.  Submissions of an entry constitutes assignment to CLEA-GI of all rights of ownership and copyright of the video and as edited by CLEA-GI.
Failure to return the required document in a timely way, or the return of any notification as undeliverable for any reason, will cause the entry to be void and an alternate winner to be selected.  If a winner (or any individual appearing in a video) is under the age of eighteen, all relevant documents must be confirmed, ratified and signed by the parent or legal guardian of the individual signing the document(s).

12.  Disclaimer
By participating, contestants (and if under eighteen years old, the entrant’s parent or legal guardian): (a) 
agree to these official rules and to the decisions of the judges and CLEA-GI and its agents in all matters, including the voting process, relating to the contest, which decisions shall be final in all respects; (b) release, indemnify and hold harmless CLEA-GI, its respective directors, officers and employees, from any and all claims, liabilities, losses or damages of any kind whatsoever, including but not limited to the infringement of intellectual property rights of others, resulting in whole or in part from their participation in the contest and the acceptance and use of the prize; (c) consent to the use of their name, likeness and location for advertising and publicity purposes by CLEA-GI in its sole discretion, of its products and services and for promotion of the importance of protection of intellectual property rights; and (d) represent that the video submitted is their sole and original work and does not infringe the intellectual property rights of any other party.
Participants agree that CLEA-GI and its agents are not responsible for late, lost or misdirected entries or mail, or for error, omission, interruption, deletion, defect, delay in transmission, theft or destruction or unauthorized access to or alterations of entry materials, or for technical, network, computer, hardware or software malfunctions of any kind, or inaccurate transmission of or failure of CLEA-GI and its agents to receive entries for any reason whatsoever or for any errors, mishaps or problems, regardless of the cause, in the voting process. In the event CLEA-GI determines that the integrity of the contest has been impaired or corrupted for any reason and as a result cannot be offered or completed as planned, CLEA-GI reserves the right in its sole discretion to cancel or terminate the contest and to select winners from among eligible entries legitimately received prior to the event causing cancellation or termination; and notice of cancellation will be posted at cleagi.org.  The contest shall be governed by and interpreted under the laws of the State of Arizona; and any legal action concerning the contest shall be brought only in a state or federal court located in Phoenix, Arizona.
