Please read carefully before completing the application. 

Applications should be completed and returned with a $140 application fee to Operation Kingdom International School of 
Ministry. Applicants who are at least 18 years of age have graduated from high school or received a GED are eligible to apply 
for degree programs. 

 
Degree-Seeking Applicants 
Applicants who intend to seek a degree through the Operation Kingdom International School of Ministry must submit 
all documents requested in the degree-seeking application. 

 
Non-Degree-Seeking Applicants 
Students who do not plan to seek a degree and who want to enroll in a limited number of courses may submit only the 
$140 application fee and the one-page non-degree-seeking application. A maximum of fifteen (15) credit hours taken 
by a non-degree-seeking student may be applied toward a degree program. Non-degree-seeking status provides students 
with opportunities: 

¨ to enhance their job qualifications and achieve personal enrichment. 
¨ to take courses that will transfer to other universities to help complete degrees (subject to the approval of 

the student’s particular Bible School). 
¨ to take courses that will help meet certification requirements for education (subject to the standards of the 

state in which the student wishes to teach). 
 

Academic Records 
Applicants should have an official (imprinted with a raised seal) high school transcript or GED certificate mailed to Operation 
Kingdom International School of Ministry. If the student has completed the GED, the official scores must be included. 

 
Transfer Students 
Transfer students must submit an official high school transcript or GED certificate as well as an official transcript from each 
college previously attended, even if no credits were earned. Questions concerning course transfers should be directed to the 
Admissions Department. 

 
Minister’s Recommendation 
Degree-seeking applicants are required to submit the recommendation according to the instructions on the enclosed 
recommendation form. 

 
Financial Arrangements 
Applicants may apply for financial arrangements by consulting with the Registrar. Financial Aid is currently not offered, 
however Operation Kingdom International School of Ministry accepts financial payment in the following ways: Form of cash, 
check or credit card; financial arrangement in a twelve week installment plan upon approval by the Registrar Office. All 
students need to be prepared to pay for textbooks at the time of enrollment. 

 
Pledge Agreement

Enrollment 
When all documents have been received, the Admissions committee will evaluate the applicant’s file. A letter of notification 
will be mailed after the Admissions Committee’s decision has been made. Applicants admitted to the program will be assigned 
an enrollment counselor to assist in the enrollment process.
