President’s Message

Roger’s Rlc. Big Shot ‘Hilo Sparkle’

This is looking likely to be a very busy Summer. | generally only have to mow most of my yard
one time per season, usually August so it lasts until winter, but with all the moisture we have
been getting | have trouble finding my stuff in the tall grass.

Luckily some of my orchids that really need repotting can be potted at a later time although |
do need to be mindful of the roots, either those just starting or be careful not to break longer
roots. Some of my repots have some very long older roots but | am now more inclined to cut
those off to better fit their new pot.

My idea is that | find potting orchids in dry media is much easier that wet media and then |
dunk the new pot until it is wet. Others like to wet their media first as some bark and such can
be very reluctant to take in water. Some say that it is better to pot relatively dry and leave the
orchid so for a week or two to stimulate the roots to grow to find moisture. As with many
things, there seems to be no right answer or agreement on this issue.

The great advantage to having an orchid society to gather growers to have a general discussion
on these and other issues as opposed to getting information from the internet or books is that
problems can be addressed more specifically by others who have had firsthand experience
with certain plants, not just generalities.

So keep on growing and sharing your successes and failures with others, life is just too short to
have to learn everything by yourself firsthand.
