President’s Message                          

                                                                                                      Roger’s Rlc. (Delta King x Delta Mist) 
Sometimes things happen that I find very confusing.  The last two speakers for the Denver 
Orchid society both prefer orchid fertilizer with not only low but very low levels of phosphorus.  
Scientists claim on fertilizer labels that phosphorus stimulates root growth and blooming in 
plants.  These speakers claim it is not only unnecessary, but it builds up in the orchid media as 
salts that are damaging to the orchid plant.  Their solution:  low or often no percentage of 
phosphorus in the fertilizer solution and frequent efforts to flush out accumulated salts.  This 
flushing involves dunking the plant in clean water to soak out the salts or putting the plant 
under running water to let the salts get washed out of the plant media. 
 

Another thing is almost all sources of information recommend using orchid fertilizer at half the 
recommended dosage level.  Do fertilizer companies manufacture their product at twice the 
necessary needs of the plants?  I also think that fertilizer is fertilizer and it works the same 
whether the label claims it's for orchids or petunias or tomatoes.  Just read the ingredients. 
 

I'm excited about this next meeting of the Colorado Springs Orchid Society.  This is the time for 
our annual orchid auction and Robin gets in some special plants that are sometimes different 
than what we normally see and are larger and closer to blooming size, sometimes even 
blooming at auction time. 
 

Also, this month Terry will be bringing in some bare-root cattleya back-bulbs from a friend of 
hers in Denver.  She assures me that these back-bulbs are in very good condition as opposed to 
some of mine sometimes that lack leaves and are getting all shriveled up.  Bare root is not a 
bad thing as it exposes the roots so you can see their condition.  I usually repot any new 
orchids I get to see what shape the roots and medium might look like.  Sometimes I find rotting 
media, dead roots and sometimes no good roots at all. 
 

So, remember to bring in plenty of money to secure your early Christmas presents!
