President’s Message

Max. variabilis
The one thing we are all looking for, whatever may be the source, is how to grow

better orchids. We are desirous of bigger plants, shiny leaves, and certainly more
and larger flowers.

One solution (well maybe it could help some at least) was the Questions and
Answers section in the December 2021 Orchids magazine. It was an extensive
exploration of the various questions that anyone using fertilizer might be interested
in. As might be expected, there is no final answer to the fertilizer question but the
guestions it tried to answer are some that we all have had. Though there is no one
certain answer, the suggestions are quite informative.

We need to use fertilizers that include and sometimes list the micronutrients
included in their recipe. Those growers who pot or mount orchids without the
presence of organic media need to include these in their fertilizer regimen. Potting
mixes that have organic parts, bark, coconut chunks or whatever, may get some
micronutrients from these parts. However, those nutrients are locked up in
molecules and cellular forms. They can become available to a plant only after they
are reduced to usable form by the decomposition of the plant media. That usually
comes just before the plant needs to be repotted. Isn’t life just like that! Thereis a
great article explaining the functions of each micronutrient in a plant’s metabolism in
the March 2020 issue of Orchids magazine.
