His broad areas of expertise include commercial and operating efficiencies implementation, problem solving, international expansion, Six Sigma, business development, strategic planning, business transformation, sustainability, governance and market analysis. Throughout his executive career, Mr. Mascolo has held senior leadership positions at companies including most recently 3M, and at the beginnings Exxon Mobil Italy. In 2017 he has launched his own advisory and investment company, EMME Capital, where he serves as President, and acts on several advisory mandates as well as private equity investor for various companies. Currently, he also holds senior advisor positions at leading international advisory firms such as Principal Expert at The European House Ambrosetti, Senior Advisor to FB Associati and International Advisor to Green Energy Storage .This follows a three-decade executive career with 3M, where he rose from Marketing Manager for 3M Italy to President and Managing Director for 3M Greece in 2000 to VP of 3M EMEA Health Care Business in 2005, President and Managing Director of 3M Italy in 2007, to President of 3M EMEA GmbH in 2012 (CHF4.5bn turnover and 15,000 employees), before retiring as VP of Business Transformation for 3M EMEA in 2017 (€6bn turnover and 20,000 employees). He has been responsible for several important projects, including the development of a new way of grinding micro abrasives to generate 28% positive growth with 3M Italy, launched a 25-25 project to bring costs down to 25% and revenue up to 25% as President of 3M Greece, was chosen to implement Six Sigma methodology across the company in EMEA , and led the sell off the pharmaceutical business for the company as VP of 3M EMEA Health Care. He was also the first non-American to run the company as President and Managing Director in Italy and led the highest profitability after the economic crash by implementing a shorter work week. Most recently he led the business transformation efforts throughout EMEA with a revenue base of €6bn and over 20,000 employees. In addition to the core business operations, he also carried out transformational projects, including two large scale real estate deals setting up new corporate offices for 3M Italy HQ in Milan (Italy) and 3M EMEA gmbh in Switzerland. Both buildings were multi-million dollar deals with positive impacts financially, but most importantly were recognized as groundbreaking for their high environmental friendliness and positive impact on the working environment for employees. Mario holds a Degree in Mechanical Engineering from the University of Rome, Italy. He has held board and executive conference roles with Green Economy Network and companies he has worked for.
