Your Association needs YOU!
This is an urgent call to all Residents and Members. To ensure the survival of our
common properties such as the waterfront, park, beach, and roads, we need people to get on
board.
The Board needs a Secretary and a Road Chairperson. These are critical functions serving
our entire community. If we don’t do it ourselves, it won’t be done.
Likewise, the Association needs volunteers for beach cleanup and ongoing
improvement and maintenance issues. We are fortunate to have a large property with many
amenities including the sand beach, defined swimming area, boat moorings, volleyball, horseshoe
pits, picnic tables, grills, swings, ample parking, canoe, and kayak racks and more.
For the past several years, usage has increased while people pitching in to help improve and
maintain all this has been dwindling. This work can be outsourced, however that will be
expensive which will drive our taxes and maintenance fees higher.
Our Board and volunteers to date have helped to ensure a fantastic experience for all
members and families to enjoy. To preserve this legacy and help with the upkeep of all
we have, and keep expenses to a minimum, we are reaching out to you to step up and pitch in.
Please reach out to a board member to discuss ways you can help. Please attend the annual
meeting so your voice can be heard. Attend the Beach cleanup day to really gain an
understanding of what we have and what it takes to keep it well cared for.
We are a small community and the success and continued enjoyment of our waterfront, roads
and common infrastructure rests in our hands. This is our neighborhood and our
neighbors. Please consider what you can do to ensure we are all able to maximize the
enjoyment and access for all of us. 

Association Taxes and Annual Maintenance Fee

Anyone that has not paid their annual tax and association maintenance fee that were due on July 1, 2025, need to bring their account current before June 1, 2026, or a lien will be placed on your property. You may bring your payment to the annual meeting. There will not be an extra bill sent out due to the conversion of our system.
This year we are moving to a new system for our billing. We are going with Quality Data Service (QDS). This is the exact system the town of Coventry uses. You will still be able to mail your payments if you choose to, however the new system will allow you to pay your bill online very easily. If you have any questions, please feel free to ask at the annual meeting or by calling Donna Livingston. 
2026 bills will be mailed at the end of June and are due on July 1, 2026. Beach passes can be obtained by including a self-addressed, stamped envelope with your payment and sending it to WFHA P O Box 46 Coventry, CT 06238 If you pay online with our new system, you can call Donna or send an email to her asking for a beach pass. 

Beach

Our permitted work required by the town to allow us to replace sand from severe
erosion from the heavy rains has almost eliminated sand eroding. We have left tubes of
straw around the upper edges of the sandy area to help reduce erosion. Please be aware
that there are swales around the beach to divert rain away from the sandy area. We will
look at possible solutions to reduce the depth of the swales.

Our beach clean-up will be scheduled for 5/9 at 10 am with a rain date of 5/16 at
10:00 am. Volunteers can remove fallen tree branches and limbs from around the property
and trim back encroaching brush along the edges of the property. The horseshoe pits can
be raked out and some sand added also. If we have some help, we can get the swimming
area buoys and floats installed. Please consider helping for an hour or so to help
improve and keep the beach property in good condition for all members to enjoy.

A reminder for those with moorings that wish to retain them they will need the
paperwork mailed to P O Box 46 Coventry CT 06238 before the scheduled Annual meeting date. That should include copies of the current registration matching the property owner of record,
proof of liability insurance for the boat or PWC being moored and mooring donation. At
the moment both Kayak racks are full, and we ask if you cannot find a spot on the rack
that you leave them in the area around the rack and not leave in the grassy areas. This
allows the lawn care company easy access to mow the property.
We could always use volunteers to help on the beach and road committees.
