5. 905 N Arena Rd Rezoning – Albert Baldwin
Mr. and Mrs. Baldwin are selling 26 ft. of their property to Preston Land Co who owns 1289 Broadway. This 26 ft. is requesting to be rezoned from R to C1. 

6. 127 Timber Ln Variance – Jodi Mayer
A proposed addition to the home would come within 7.5 ft. of the property line where the PCDA property boarder sits. In order to move ahead with the construction of the addition a variance would need to be granted. The Board of Adjustments has already recommended approval. 

7. CDBG Grant Application Submission
The City of McLoud is applying for a grant for a sewer project along Thomas Blvd. (Separate Public Hearing Minutes are available for this item upon request.)
