Along with dozens of booths and live entertainment, a
highlight is tasting kumquat treats, from kumquat pie to kumquat
cookies to kumquat salsa. Free shuttles run from two satellite
parking areas –the Pasco County Fairgrounds on State Road 52
and next to Jarrett Ford on US Hwy 301 Truck Route. On the
preceding Thursday and Friday, the kumquat growers open their
groves and packing houses for tours.
