CAVE TH EM BREADS Readings: Exodus 16:2-4, 12-15; Psalms 78 “The Lord gave

B FROM HEAVEN them bread from heaven” Ephesians 4:17, 20-24; John 6:24-35

Brothers and Sisters,

The summer break is almost coming to an end, and soon the school and church
activities will start. However, even though we are still enjoying these last days of
break, let us take a moment to reflect on the purpose each of us has in life, mean, as
to become a faithful follower of Christ.

“The Lord gave them bread from heaven.”

The refrain of Psalm 78 is very suggestive to all of us, as the 1st reading (Exodus
16:2-4, 12-15), and the gospel (John 6:24-35), presents to all of us scenes and
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situations, which invites us to recognize
the presence of God even in moments of
chaos and disorder.

But how do we find the presence of God
amid very conflictive situations? In
Exodus 16:2-4, 12-15, the people of
Israel, who just left slavery in Egypt,
were murmuring against Moses and
Aaron. In the gospel (John 6:24-35), the
people who just witnessed the sign of
Jesus feeding five thousand (Jn. 6:1-15)
are only looking to have their stomach
filled and satisfied again.

Just as contemplating these two biblical
scenarios, we begin to wonder: what do
they want? Are they not paying attention
to how God is very close to them? Are
they not aware that Jesus is God’s
presence among them?

However, having these scenarios present
in our mind becomes valuable to
examine our own heart and conscience,
we should place ourselves into the
scenes of the readings, and ask: who am
I in the situation of Exodus? Am I the
one murmuring against Moses and
Aaron? Who am I in the scene of the
gospel? Am I the one who asks a
nonsense question to Jesus?

Then, after examining our heart and
conscience, you and I must reflect a
little further on the meaning of the
“bread that came down from heaven”:
what does it mean to us? If [ am

reflecting on the aspect of the Eucharist.
What does it mean to me to be in
communion with the Lord? What does it
mean to become a sign of the
Communion of Jesus to others? Am I
aware of this responsibility?

In all of these, the letter of Saint Paul to
the Ephesians must enlighten us, as Paul
says: “that you should put away the old
self of your former way of life, corrupted
through deceitful desires, and be renewed
in the spirit of your minds, and put on the
new self, created in God’s way in
righteousness and holiness of truth. (Eph.
4:22-24)

decir, convertirnos en un fiel seguidor
de Cristo.

"El Sefior les dio pan del cielo".

El estribillo del Salmo 77 es muy
sugerente para todos nosotros, ya que la
primera lectura (Exodo 16: 2-4, 12-15),
y el evangelio (Juan 6: 24-35), nos
presenta a todos escenas y situaciones. ,
que nos invita a reconocer la presencia
de Dios incluso en momentos de caos y
desorden.

Pero, ;coOmo encontramos la presencia
de Dios en medio de situaciones muy
conflictivas? En Exodo 16: 2-4, 12-15,
el pueblo de Israel, que acababa de dejar
la esclavitud en Egipto, murmuraba
contra Moisés y Aaron. En el evangelio
(Juan 6: 24-35), las personas que acaban
de presenciar la sefial de Jests
alimentando a cinco mil (Juan 6: 1-15)
solo esperan tener el estomago lleno y
satisfecho nuevamente.

Al contemplar estos dos escenarios
biblicos, comenzamos a preguntarnos:
(qué quieren? ;No estan prestando
atencion a como Dios esta muy cerca de
ellos? {No saben que Jesus es la
presencia de Dios entre ellos?

Sin embargo, tener estos escenarios
presentes en nuestra mente se hace
valioso examinar nuestro propio

corazdn y conciencia, debemos colocarnos
en los escenarios de las lecturas, y
preguntarnos: ;qui€n soy yo en la situacion
del Exodo? ;Soy yo el que murmura contra
Moisés y Aarén? ;Quién soy yo en la escena
del evangelio? ;Soy yo el que le hace una
pregunta sin sentido a Jesus?

Luego, después de examinar nuestro corazon
y nuestra conciencia, ti y yo debemos
reflexionar un poco mas sobre el significado
del “pan que descendio del cielo”: ;qué
significa para nosotros? Si estoy
reflexionando sobre el aspecto de la
Eucaristia. ;Qué significa para mi estar en
comunion con el Sefior? ;Qué significa
convertirse en signo de la Comunion de
Jesus para los demas? ;Soy consciente de
esta responsabilidad?

En todo esto, la carta de San Pablo a los
Efesios viene iluminarnos, como dice Pablo:
“para que abandones el viejo yo de tu
antigua forma de vida, corrompido por los
deseos enganosos, y seas renovado en el
espiritu de tu mentes, y revestirse del nuevo
yo, creado a la manera de Dios en la justicia
y la santidad de la verdad.
