“If you wish, you can make me clean.” Mk. 1:40
These words said by the Leper are very intriguing, why? Because he expressed in his most
inmost being the desire to return to live in his community, his wishes in not being
considered an impure person anymore.
Therefore, how do we understand the action of the Leper and the response of Jesus? It is
known that in the Biblical times it was ruled that those found with a scaly infection, or a
skin disease, would be placed out of the community, and considered impure, and the person

would be only allowed to return to his/her
place in the community if was considered
clean by the priests and after offering the
sacrifice of purification.

However, Jesus presents to the crowd, a
different perspective of purification, as he
listens to the one who asks to be clean, and
through the miracle, he builds up the
dignity of the person as a whole and invites
the person to accept the healing grace in the
own life.

The Lenten Exercises

In some more days, the church worldwide,
calls the faithful to live with intensity the
liturgical season of Lent that begins on Ash
Wednesday. Nevertheless, as we begin the
season of Lent, all of us are reminded to
practice the three (3) pillars very essential

to this season, which is Fasting, Prayer,

and Charity, and reading these words
you and I are called to reflect upon three (3)
significant words written by St. Paul on his
1* letter to the Corinthians (1st Cor.

13:13) Faith, Hope, and Charity
(Love).

It means, to live in the fidelity of faith on
the pillars of the Lenten Exercises requires
opening our own life and tasting the
experience of the Desert, i.e., the
experience of conversion, the experience of
discernment and decision.

In conclusion besides all the situations lived
by each of us this past year, we must ask

ourselves: How do I want to live the Lenten
Season of this year?
