Sunday, February 21, 2021 — First Sunday of Lent — Year dedicated to St.
Joseph

Readings: Gn. 9:8-15, Ps. 25 “Your ways, O Lord, are love and truth to
those who keep your covenant.” 1% Pt. 3:18-22, Mk. 1:12-15

Dear Parishioners & Friends,

At the time when in my home parish I served as an altar server, every year during
Lent, we used to sing this refrain: ""This is the day of conversion, this is the day of
salvation. To the Father, let us return, together let us sing. This is the day of
conversion.” Just as this refrain has marked my life and my upbringing to the Faith,
all of us are summoned to reflect on some important aspects during this significant
liturgical season in the Church.

The Season of Lent is a forty (40) days invitation to exercise the three (3) principals
pillars of the Lenten Spirituality, which is: Prayer, Fasting, and Charity
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(Almsgiving). But how do we live truly
and faithfully the pillars proposed for a
prayerful season of Lent?

To understand the prayerful meaning of
Lent, it may be better to read and reflect
the words of the Prophet Joel: “tearing
one’s heart and returning to God” with
true repentance for one’s sins (Joel
2:13), and then the Prophet Isaiah:
“breaking unjust fetters, freeing the
oppressed, sharing one’s bread with the
hungry, clothing with the naked and
home with the homeless, and not turning
away from the needy relatives” (Isaiah
58:6-7).

Understandably, the season of Lent is the
preparation of the Easter festivities,
however, each of us must understand the
Lenten Season in a quite different way,
1.e., if the season of Lent means
conversion, it is also mean, in having the
experience of the desert with the Lord
Jesus, if the season of Lent, means a
change of attitude, it also means, in
having a true purpose in the Christian
Life.

In conclusion, how do we want to live the
season of Lent this year? Have I proposed
to myself to seek a true conversion? If
yes, how do I plan to accomplish it?
