Continuing Mass Teaching ~ Ensefianza Misa continua

In this session IV we will review the teaching from the General Instruction of the Roman

Missal as well as the USCCB guidelines of the communal postures at Mass. This week we

will be continuing to explore other secondary postures such as bowing, genuflection, during

communion, hands and other significant gestures with hands.

o Bowings ~ signifies reverence, respect, and gratitude. There are two types of bowing:
of the head and of the body. Here are the moments in the mass that we bow to.

-The head ~ at the name of Jesus, at the mention of Three Persons of the Trinity,
at the name of the Blessed Virgin Mary, at the name of saint on the feast day,
before we receive Communion, and when receive the blessing at the end of
Mass.



-The body ~ at the words that commemorate the Incarnation in the Creed
and to the Altar when we pass by or enter during Mass.

e Genuflection ~ is a sign of adoration by bringing our right knee to the floor.
Traditionally, Catholics genuflects on entering and leaving church if the Blessed
Sacrament is present in the sanctuary of the Church. The priest genuflects in
adoration after he shows the Body and Blood of Christ to the people after the
consecration and again before inviting the people to Holy Communion.

e Hands’ Gestures ~ There are many moments that we use our hands in the mass;
however, in general folding our hands, palm against each other, throughout the mass
while standing is traditionally appropriate at mass. It is a sign of submissive and
posture attentive to God when we are in His presence or at prayer. Here are few
moments using hands’ postures:

-Folding palms against each other always while standing.

-Using hand to make the sign of the cross beginning the mass and when
receiving the blessing at the end of the mass.

-Striking over the heart and pause there when praying the Confiteor.

-Marking the head, lip, and chest with the triple cross before listening to the
proclamation of the Gospel.

-Forming the palm of the hands when receiving in the hand as St. Cyril of
Jerusalem instructs making your left hand a throne underneath of the
right hand.

There are habits created freely by gesturing with the hands to the celebrant as well
as raising the hands in the posture of orans while praying the Our Father. These
postures are not appropriate and not necessary in the mass.

Next session we will focus on the responses of AMEN in mass.

En esta sesion IV revisaremos la ensefianza de la Instruccién General del Misal
Romano, asi como las pautas de la USCCB sobre las posturas comunitarias en la Misa.
Esta semana continuaremos explorando otras posturas secundarias como la reverencia,
la genuflexion, durante la comunidn, manos y otros gestos significativos con las manos.

o Inclinarse la Cabeza ~ significa reverencia, respeto y gratitud. Hay dos tipos de
inclinaciones: la de la cabeza y la del cuerpo. Estos son los momentos de la misa
ante los que nos inclinamos.



-La cabeza ~ ante el nombre de Jesus, ante la mencion de las Tres Personas de la
Trinidad, ante el nombre de la Santisima Virgen Maria, ante el nombre del
santo en el dia de la fiesta, antes de recibir la Comunién y cuando recibamos
la bendicion en el final de la misa.

-Al cuerpo ~ a las palabras que conmemoran la Encarnacion en el Credo y al
Altar cuando pasamos o entramos durante la Misa.

e Genuflexién ~ es un signo de adoracion al llevar nuestra rodilla derecha al suelo.
Tradicionalmente, los catolicos hacen una genuflexion al entrar y salir de la iglesia
si el Santisimo Sacramento estd presente en el santuario de la Iglesia. El sacerdote
hace una genuflexion en adoracion después de mostrar el Cuerpo y la Sangre de
Cristo al pueblo después de la consagracion y nuevamente antes de invitar al pueblo
a la Sagrada Comunion.

o Gestos de las manos ~ Hay muchos momentos en los que usamos nuestras manos
en misa; sin embargo, en general:

-Cruzar las manos, con las palmas una contra la otra, durante toda la misa
mientras estamos de pie es tradicionalmente apropiado en la misa. Es un
signo de sumision y postura atenta a Dios cuando estamos en Su
presencia o en oraciéon. A continuacion, se muestran algunos momentos
en los que se utilizan las posturas de las manos:

-Doblar las palmas una contra la otra siempre estando de pie.

-Marcarse la cabeza, los labios y el pecho con la triple cruz antes de escuchar
el anuncio del Evangelio.

-Usar la mano para hacer la sefial de la cruz al comenzar la misa y al recibir
la bendicion al final de la misa.

-Golpear sobre el corazon y hacer una pausa alli al rezar el Confiteor.

-Formando la palma de las manos al recibir en la mano como instruye San
Cirilo de Jerusalén haciendo de su mano izquierda un trono debajo de la
mano derecha.

Hay habitos que se crean libremente haciendo gestos con las manos al celebrante, asi

como levantando las manos en postura de orans mientras se reza el Padre Nuestro. Estas

posturas no son apropiadas ni necesarias en la misa.

La proxima sesion nos centraremos en las respuestas de AMEN en masa.
