Greeting from Father Tl

Thank you for your generous contribution last year. The annual year statement
will be sending to you for your IRS report. Please call the office and let us know if you
wish to receive or need to make correction of the report. We are planning to implement
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new software easily for parish members to participate with the parish in updating your
data, giving online with a push on your phone, and many others electronic information
at your fingertips. This software is called PUSHPAY. More information will be
sending to all of you soon. I invite those baptized adults and have not received
sacraments of confirmation or first communion to come for an informative meeting in
preparing your completing initiation sacraments. We will celebrate with all of you this
coming Easter Season.

Spiritual Reflection of the week: At the very beginning of his
public ministry, Jesus reveals his mission to call others to repent
and believe in the Good News, for “the time of fulfillment is at
hand.” At the same time, he calls followers to cooperate with him
in his mission. This call is made not just to Simon, Andrew,
James, and John, however, but also to us. Jesus’ pronouncement
and call, his mission and our discipleship, are not time bound.
Today remains the time of fulfillment: now we are the persons
called to collaborate with Jesus to complete his mission. The Jewish, Roman, and
Christian annual calendars all date from founding events: Jewish from the Exodus,
Roman from Romulus and Remus, and Christian from Jesus. By contrast, the kingdom
of God and its “time of fulfillment” are not tied to human configuration or chronological
time; they are the timeless reality of God’s saving presence. The call to repentance
delivered by Jonah to the people of Nineveh demanded they make a radical change in their
manner of living. Jesus makes the same demand: “Repent and believe in the Gospel.”

Al mismo tiempo, llama a sus seguidores a cooperar con €l en su mision.
Sin embargo, este llamado no se hace sélo a Simoén, Andrés, Santiago y
Juan, sino también a nosotros. El pronunciamiento y el llamado de Jesus,
su misidn y nuestro discipulado, no estan limitados en el tiempo. Hoy
queda el tiempo del cumplimiento: ahora somos nosotros las personas
llamadas a colaborar con Jesus para cumplir su mision. Los calendarios
anuales judio, romano y cristiano datan de eventos fundacionales: el judio del Fxodo, el romano de
Rémulo y Remo, y el cristiano de Jesus. Por el contrario, el reino de Dios y su “tiempo de
cumplimiento” no estan ligados a la configuracion humana ni al tiempo cronologico; son la
realidad eterna de la presencia salvadora de Dios.

Continuing Mass Teaching ~ Ensefianza Misa continua

Amen

In this session V we will review the teaching from the General Instruction of the Roman
Missal as well as the USCCB guidelines of the meaning and responses of AMEN.
Amen is a Hebrew Word that imported into the liturgy of the Church. When one says
“amen” in response to a prayer, it serves as an affirmation of agreement with the
content of the prayer. Amen is also a profession of “what we believe” like responding
in receiving the Body and Blood of Jesus. Jesus uses the phrase “Amen, amen” in order
“to emphasize the trustworthiness of his teaching, His authority founded on God’s truth.
In Hebrew, amen comes from the same root as the word ‘believe.” This expresses
solidity, trustworthiness, and faithfulness.

Here are moments in the Mass that we use AMEN :

. Sign of the Cross at the beginning of the Mass.
. Conclusion of the Penitential Act.
. The conclusion of the song Glory.
