Continuing Mass Teaching - Ensefianza Misa continua

In this session III we will review the teaching from the General Instruction of the Roman Missal as
well as the USCCB guidelines of the communal postures at Mass. There are three major postures
that all the faithful use during Mass. They are described as follow the significance of its meaning
and also the moment in the Mass that all are obliged in unity to carry out at Mass.

e Standing ~ as the community gathering to celebrate the Eucharist, we are standing in unity at
the following moments at mass. Standing is the gesture of giving respect and honor. The gesture
standing also symbolizes the standing erect as a sign of resurrected with Christ. When we praying
our stature before God not with pride but with humble gratitude readily reception to God’s
commands.

1.The entrance procession till the end of the Collect prayer.

2.The beginning of the Alleluia till the end of the Gospel.

3.Beginning of the Creed till the end of the Prayers of the Faithful.

4.After the invitation of the Offering of the Gifts till the end of the Holy Holy Holy.

5.Beginning of the Invitation to pray the Our Father till the end of the song the Lamb of
God.

6.Beginning of the Communion (please see further explanation about how as the
community in unity during the reception of the communion).

7.Beginning of the Prayer after Communion till the end of the Mass (may be seated during
announcements).



Sitting ~ Sitting is the posture of listening and meditating. Everyone should strive to
assume a sitting posture during Mass that is attentive and not just reclining.

1. Beginning of the Liturgy of the Word till the beginning of the Alleluia.
2. Beginning of the Homily till the beginning of the Creed.

3. After the Prayers of the Faithful till the celebrant finishes inviting the assembly to offer
the gifts.

4. After the celebrant finishes purifying the vessels and returning to the presiding chair.

5. During the announcements.
Kneeling ~ It is the sign of the early Church, meant penance. So completely kneeling was
identified with penance. In the Middle Ages, kneeling came to mean homage, and more
recently this posture has come to mean worship, especially before the presence of Christ in
the Eucharist. It is for this reason that the bishops of this country have chosen the posture of
kneeling for the entire Eucharistic Prayer.

1.After finishing the Holy Holy Holy until the introduction of the Prayer of Our Father.

2. After the singing the Lamb of God till the beginning of the reception of the Holy
Communion.
3.During reception of the communion, the Conference of the United States of Bishops has

instructed the faithful may receive the communion while standing either on the tongue or
in the hands. In unity, please remain standing while receiving communion.

Next week we will be continuing to explore other secondary postures such as bowing,
genuflection, during communion, hands and other significant gestures with hands.

e Sentarse ~ Sentarse es la postura de escuchar y meditar. Todos deben esforzarse por
adoptar una postura sentada durante la Misa que sea atenta y no simplemente reclinada.

1. Comienzo de la Liturgia de la Palabra hasta el comienzo del Aleluya.

2. Comienzo de la Homilia hasta el comienzo del Credo.

3. Después de las Oraciones de los Fieles hasta que el celebrante termine de invitar a la
asamblea a ofrecer las ofrendas.

4. Después de que el celebrante termine de purificar los vasos y regrese a la silla que
preside.

5. Durante los anuncios.

e Arrodillarse ~ Es el signo de la Iglesia primitiva, significaba penitencia. Asi que
arrodillarse completamente se identificaba con la penitencia. En la Edad Media, arrodillarse
pas6d a significar homenaje, y mas recientemente esta postura ha pasado a significar
adoracion, especialmente ante la presencia de Cristo en la Eucaristia. Es por ello que los
obispos de este pais han elegido la postura de arrodillarse durante toda la Plegaria
Eucaristica.

1. Después de terminar el Santo Santo Santo hasta la introduccién de la Oracion del
Padre Nuestro.

2. Después del canto del Cordero de Dios hasta el inicio de la recepcion de la Sagrada
Comunion.

3. Durante la recepcion de la comunion, la Conferencia de Obispos de los Estados
Unidos ha ordenado que los fieles puedan recibir la comunion estando de pie, ya sea
sobre la lengua o sobre las manos. En unidad, permanezcan de pie mientras reciben
la comunion.

La proxima semana continuaremos explorando otras posturas secundarias como la reverencia, la

genuflexidn, durante la comunion, las manos y otros gestos significativos con las manos.
