Gospel Reflection

The Meal

The Eucharist is the sacrament of the presence, but also of the absence, of
Christ. It is the meal of thanksgiving to Christ for having remained here as the
bread which sustains us on the path of the faith; and it is also the meal of praise
to the Father because through the Eucharist he guides us in the present so that
we may securely reach our eschatological future. The feast that we celebrate
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today is the sacrifice of expiation in
which Christ is simultaneously priest
and victim.

Sisters and brothers:

1. The Feast of Corpus Christi unfolds
in an atmosphere of happiness and
recognition because we ponder the
infinite beauty of the gift. We carry
him in a triumphant procession
through our streets as a public
profession of faith. In each Eucharist
we come together around the altar in
order to eat his Body and drink his
Blood. It is a vital communion which
reaches down to the very roots of our
being. We live from him.

With Saint Paul we can say: "For me,
to live is Christ". John Paul II
confessed: "For me, in the span of
nearly fifty years of priesthood, the
celebration of the Eucharist continues
to be the most important and sacred
moment. [ am fully conscious that I
celebrate it in persona Christi. The
Holy Mass is absolutely at the center
of my life and of my whole day."

2. The Eucharistic banquet demands
that we realize fraternal communion in
charity which unites us beyond the
temple, and which takes flesh in
human relations. Unless acts of
solidarity are inspired in the love of

God, they become mere acts of
philanthropy. On the other hand, the
person who has been feed with the Body
and Blood of Christ can give and
transforming. We need to live the virtue
of charity that buds forth from
Eucharistic Communion to reach out to
those who are most in need with an
attentive and welcoming service in their
need. And there are so many who do not
have a voice to be heard, and who do
not have any political clout which
would make others take them into
account!

3. Let us think of those who hunger
physically; but there are other men and
women who have no means of feeding
their spirit. "Today humanity suffers the
most terrible experience of all: Hunger
for God and separation from him". For
many of our contemporaries, God is
something distant and vague, something
that almost gets mixed up with the
illusory or unreal. Some people are the
victims of another's egoism, but others
refuse to open their eyes to see the light.
We always must be ready to give and to
receive. In order to give we need to be
generous; in order to receive it is
necessary to be humble. Only those who
are generous and humble will be
prepared to truly love. Love is
communion, true giving of oneself to



another.

The feast of the Body and Blood of
Christ invites us to take part in the
Mass, the procession, adoration before
the Blessed Sacrament and personal
prayer. It is also a day suitable for
practicing Christian charity. Do I live
the Eucharist with a fraternal spirit?
Does each Eucharist help me to grow
in friendship, in brotherhood, in
closeness to all others who share this
same table, such that it leads us to be a
parable of unity as Christ taught us?

Hermanas y hermanos:

1. La fiesta del Corpus se desarrolla en un
clima de alegria y reconocimiento porque
ponderamos la belleza infinita del don. Lo
llevamos triunfalmente por las calles en
una profesion publica de fe. En cada
eucaristia nos reunimos en torno a la mesa
para comer su cuerpo y beber su sangre. Es
una comunion vital que llega hasta las
raices de nuestro ser. Vivimos de El.

Con San Pablo podemos decir: "Para mi,
vivir es Cristo". Juan Pablo II confiesa:
"En el arco de casi cincuenta afios de
sacerdocio, la celebracion de la Eucaristia
sigue siendo para mi el momento mas
importante y mas sagrado. Tengo plena
conciencia de celebrar in persona Christi.
La Santa Misa es en modo absoluto el
centro de mi vida y de toda mi jornada+.

2. El banquete eucaristico exige realizar la
comunion fraterna en la caridad que nos
une mas alla del templo y se encarna en las
relaciones humanas.

Para muchos
contemporaneos, Dios es algo lejano y
vago, algo que se confunde casi con lo
ilusorio e irreal. Algunos son victimas
del egoismo ajeno, pero otros se
niegan a abrir los ojos para ver la luz.
Siempre hay que estar dispuestos a dar
y a recibir. Para dar es preciso ser
generoso; para recibir es preciso ser
humilde. Solamente los generosos y
los humildes estaran capacitados para
amar verdaderamente. El amor es
comunion, verdadera entrega mutua.
La fiesta del Cuerpo de Cristo nos
invita a participar en la Misa, la
procesion, la adoracion ante el
Santisimo y oracion personal.

Revised COVID-19 Protocol

-Masks are now optional at Mass for all
parishes within the Diocese of Fort
Worth

- To All parishioners will still be asked
to disinfect their hands upon arrival at
Church.

- To maintain a social/physical
distancing of at least three (3) feet
between individuals and/or families —
side to side and front to back. If persons
of the same household are seated closer
together, total occupancy is not to
exceed the Church Capacity

of the Parishioners. The founts should
be drained at least weekly and replaced
with fresh Holy Water.



- The prior registration for the
weekend masses at Saint Paul the
Apostle Catholic Church will continue
until Sunday, June 13th

- The reception of Holy Communion
in the hand or on the tongue is
allowed. (Everyone distributing Holy
Communion are wear mask)

-Holy Communion will be only
distributed as consecrated hosts. There
1s not distribution of the consecrated
wine from chalice

-Anyone who experiences any
symptoms of any illness should stay
home and not attend mass.

-The live streaming of the Sunday
mass from the social media of our
Parish will continue, as parishioners
and other faithful people are still
homebound because of other
illnesses.

COVID-19 — New Vaccine Site

A new vaccine site has opened at
Ridgmar Mall. It is necessary that you
bring an ID that has your name and
your date of birth (they may even
work with people who have no form
of ID) if you have no insurance, there
is no problem, you may only say that
you have no insurance. Also, your
legal status in the country will not be
asked. The reason to give you this
information is that the zip code 76114
in which most of us live, has only 13%
of people vaccinated, and the other zip
codes around us are not much better.
