Dear Community of Saint Paul the Apostle

Pentecost

The Church in its liturgy during the Easter season invites all of us to celebrate the
closing of this season with the Solemnity of Pentecost when the whole Church is
empowered by the grace of the Holy Spirit given to her by God.

It is beautiful how the liturgy of the Easter season draws us close to celebrate this
solemnity, i.e., as the readings proclaimed on the days after the Ascension of the Lord
(7th week of Easter) gives a sense in preparing to celebrate Pentecost. However, it is
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not only a preparation, it is also aware of
how to become a faithful disciple of the
Lord.

As celebrating Pentecost, we reflect on
the birth of the Church, where the eleven
(11) who before were locked for fear of
the Jews, came out of the “Upper Room”
refreshed and renewed. As paying close
attention to the Psalm 104 in its refrain
does say: “Lord, send out your Spirit and
renew the face of the earth” this Spirit that
came to the Apostles and comes to us a
revolutionary act of God to all of us as we
must become disciples.

The Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit

The Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit are the
way in how the Community of the
Faithful may understand and recognize
the constant work of God in us and in the
world. Such gifts are also the reason that
we as Christians are called to exercise the
gifts already poured out in us, in the lives
and situations, where the human hearts
require restoration and renovation.

The Gifts of the Holy Spirit relation to the
Virtues

Saint Thomas of Aquinas in a Summa
Theologica L.II, q. 68, al (Summa
Theologiae) corresponds each of the gifts
of the Holy Spirt with the Capital Virtues,
as he expressed:

- The gift of wisdom corresponds to

the virtue of charity.

- The gifts

of understanding and knowledge correspon
d to the virtue of faith.

- The gift of counsel (right judgment)
corresponds to the virtue of prudence.

- The gift of fortitude corresponds to

the virtue of courage.

- The gift of fear of the Lord corresponds to
the virtue of hope.

- The gift of Reverence corresponds to

the virtue of justice.

May the Holy Spirit give to all of us during
this time of trial a sense of belonging to our
Faith Community, in which you and I are
called to become Companions of Jesus
along the way.
