As you have heard the announcement last week that Bishop Olson has decreed
five designated parishes for 2025 Jubilee Pilgrimage. Pilgrimage sites are St. Patrick
Cathedral in Fort Worth, Our Lady Guadalupe in Fort Worth, St. Philip the Apostle in
Flower Mound, Sacred Heart in Commanche, and Immaculate Conception in Wichita
Falls. I also have scheduled 3 out of the Diocese Jubilee Events: Our Lady Guadalupe
Cathedral in Dallas, Shrine of Blessed Stanley Rother in Oklahoma City, and the Ark of
Noah’s Trip in Kentucky with visiting the Cathedral in Kansas City. I have reserved
pilgrimage for the parish as follow:

Preparation for the Pilgrimage (explanation and confession) for Spanish 7PM March 12

I will be sending out to all registered families a Parish Status Letter soon explaining to all
about how important of your contribution is and the future changes of our parish in
administrative hours, volunteering service and the last year report of our financial report
as well as improvement of our parish.

We discover the presence of God’s kingdom when people
come together across what divides and share both gifts and needs, so that everyone is on
“level ground.”

LITURGICAL & DEVOTIONAL TEACHING

2025 Jubilee Indulgence

“The Vatican has detailed how to obtain plenary indulgences — removing temporal punishment
for sin through Christ’s merits — during the 2025 Jubilee Year.

Requirements: Here are the following conditions for plenary indulgences during Jubilee Year
when visiting at designated church:
1. Detachment from sin (even venial sin),
2. Confession within about 20 days,
3. Communion,
4. Prayer for the Pope’s Intentions (e.g. an Our Father and Hail Mary)
Each indulgence requires a separate communion and prayer, ideally on the day of the
indulgenced act. Only one plenary indulgence can be obtained per day, but a second is possible
if applied to souls in purgatory.
A. What are the Indulgences?
An indulgence is “the remission before God of the temporal punishment due for sins
already forgiven as far as their guilt is concerned.” To obtain this remission there are
proper dispositions and certain conditions predetermined by the Church that must be
met by the faithful. The remission is acquired through the intervention of the Church,
who has the power to loose, and bind granted through Jesus Christ.

B. An indulgence can either be Partial or Plenary (Total):
It is partial if it removes only part of the temporal punishment due to sin, or plenary if it
removes all temporal punishment. To be able to gain an indulgence, ONE MUST
HAVE THE INTENTION TO GAIN THEM and PERFORM THE WORKS AT
THE TIME AND IN THE MANNER PRESCRIBED.

C. The Requirements to attain a Plenary Indulgence:
The Apostolic Penitentiary reminds us:
i. To gain indulgences, whether plenary or partial, it is necessary that the
faithful be in the state of grace at least at the time the indulgenced work is
completed.
Ii. A plenary indulgence can be gained only once a day, in order to obtain
it, the faithful must, in addition to being in the state of grace:
A. Have the interior disposition of complete detachment from sin, even
venial sin;
B. Have sacramentally confessed their sins;
C. Receive the Holy Eucharist
D. Pray for the intention of the Supreme Pontiff.
Lii. It is appropriate, but not necessary, that the sacramental Confession and
especially Holy Communion and the prayer for the Pope’s intentions take place
on the same day that the indulgenced work is performed. It can be carried
out within several days (about 20) before or after the indulgenced act.



Iv. Indulgences can always be applied either to oneself or to the souls of  the
deceased, but they cannot be applied to other persons living on earth.
(Apostolic Penitentiary, The Gift of Indulgence, Jan. 29, 2000)

D. Some Examples of prescribed indulgenced Acts:

1. Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament for 30 minutes (Manual of Indulgences, Grant
n.7§11°

2. Praying the Holy Rosary as a family or group or in Church or public oratory
(Manual of Indulgences, Grant n. 17 §1,1);

3. Praying the Way of the Cross (Manual of Indulgences, Grant n. 13 §2).

4. Act of Family Consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus or to the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary and Joseph (Manual of Indulgences, Grant n. 1).

ENSENANZA LITURGICA Y DEVOCIONAL

Indulgencia Jubilar 2025

“El Vaticano ha detallado como obtener indulgencias plenarias —eliminacion del castigo
temporal por el pecado a través de los méritos de Cristo— durante el Anio Jubilar 2025.

Requisitos: Estas son las condiciones para las indulgencias plenarias durante el Afio Jubilar
cuando se visita una iglesia designada:

1. Desprendimiento del pecado (incluso del pecado venial),

2. Confesion dentro de unos 20 dias,

3. Comunion,

4. Oracion por las intenciones del Papa (por ejemplo, un Padrenuestro y un Avemaria)
Cada indulgencia requiere una comunion y una oracion por separado, idealmente el dia del
acto indulgente. Solo se puede obtener una indulgencia plenaria por dia, pero es posible una
segunda si se aplica a las almas del purgatorio.

A. ;Qué son las indulgencias?

Una indulgencia es “la remision ante Dios de la pena temporal debida por los pecados ya
perdonados en lo que respecta a su culpa”. Para obtener esta remision hay disposiciones
propias y ciertas condiciones predeterminadas por la Iglesia que deben cumplir los fieles. La
remision se adquiere por intervencion de la Iglesia, que tiene el poder de desatar y atar
concedido por Jesucristo.

B. La indulgencia puede ser parcial o plenaria (total):

Es parcial si quita s6lo una parte de la pena temporal debida al pecado, o plenaria si quita toda
la pena temporal. Para poder ganar indulgencias, SE DEBE TENER LA INTENCION DE
GANALAS y REALIZAR LAS OBRAS EN EL TIEMPO Y EN LA FORMA PRESCRITAS.

C. Los requisitos para alcanzar la indulgencia plenaria:
La Penitenciaria Apostolica nos recuerda:



i. Para ganar indulgencias, ya sean plenarias o parciales, es necesario que los ficles se
encuentren en estado de gracia al menos en el momento en que se completa la obra
indulgenciada.

ii. La indulgencia plenaria se puede ganar sélo una vez al dia, para lo cual el fiel, ademas
de estar en estado de gracia, debe:

a. Tener la disposicion interior de completo desapego del pecado, incluso venial;
b. Haber confesado sacramentalmente los propios pecados;

c. Recibir la Sagrada Eucaristia

d. Orar por la intencién del Sumo Pontifice.

lii. Es conveniente, pero no necesario, que la Confesion sacramental y especialmente
la Sagrada Comunidn y la oracion por las intenciones del Papa se realicen el mismo dia
en que se realiza la obra indulgenciada. Puede realizarse dentro de varios dias (unos 20) antes o
después del acto indulgenciado.

Iv. Las indulgencias siempre pueden aplicarse a uno mismo o a las almas de los

difuntos, pero no pueden aplicarse a otras personas que viven en la tierra
(Penitenciaria Apostolica, El Don de la Indulgencia, 29 de enero de 2000)
D. Algunos ejemplos de actos prescritos para la indulgencia:

1. Adoracion al Santisimo Sacramento durante 30 minutos (Manual de Indulgencias,
Concesionn. 7§ 1 1°)

2. Rezar el Santo Rosario en familia o en grupo o en la Iglesia o en un oratorio publico
(Manual de Indulgencias, Concesion n. 17 §1,1);

3. Rezar el Via Crucis (Manual de Indulgencias, Concesion n. 13 §2).

4. Acto de Consagracion Familiar al Sagrado Corazén de Jesus o a la Sagrada Familia de
Jestis, Maria y José (Manual de Indulgencias, Concesion n. 1).
