LITURGICAL & DEVOTIONAL TEACHING

Blessed Candle for Liturgy & Devotion

“For my eyes have seen your salvation which you have prepared in the presence of all
people, a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and for glory to your people Israel.” Luke
2:30-32

This year we celebrate the Presentation of the Lord on Sunday February 2™ of
2025, where in the liturgical ritual guides that it is appropriately to bless candles for
liturgical & devotional usage in Church and in the household. Let us understand the
teaching of the Church about blessed candles.
Original root of usage of beeswax candles: During persecution of the church,
beeswax candles used in ceremonies at night especially in the catacombs surrounding
Rome. The church fathers proclaimed pure wax extracted from the virgin bees as a
symbol of the pure flesh of Christ received from His Virgin Mother. The flame
consumes the wax to give light just as Christ sacrificed himself. Candles both represent
a light source and a symbol of one’s faith. Using blessed candles at liturgical
ceremonies as a sign of reverence and festivity begins in the Church history. The
blessing of candles is done on the feast of Candlemas on February 2™ every year for
usage throughout the year.
Why do we need a blessed candle? Blessed candles consider to be sacramental for
liturgical usage. The candle’s light symbolizes our Lord Jesus Christ the “Light of the
World”. Blessed candles are a powerful sacramental that will help drive away evil
spirits. The light from the blessed candle symbolizes Jesus, the Light of the world;
lighting of blessed candles accompanied with prayer is calling the presence of the Lord
driving away all spirits of darkness. The illumination from the blessed candle are
symbols of hope, love, devotion, and faith. In difficult time, a lit candle could be a
symbol of courage and offered a sense of security in the face of danger and death.
During a natural disaster, such as hurricanes — fires — disasters, a lighted candle
accompanied with prayer may bring divine intervention for security and protection.
Lighted candle along with our prayer offer to Mary or saints for their intercession also a
devoted tradition in the Catholic tradition.

At our parish, Saint Paul the Apostle Catholic Church, on the weekend of February
2" celebrating the Presentation of the Lord will have the blessing of candles.
Parishioner who wish to reserve a blessed candle for usage at home at natural
dangers with a donation please inform the parish representative on that weekend.



ENSENANZA LITURGICA Y DEVOCIONAL

Vela bendita para la liturgia y la devocion
“Pues mis ojos han visto tu salvacion, la que has preparado en presencia de todos los
pueblos; luz para revelacion a las naciones y gloria de tu pueblo Israel.” Lucas 2:30-
32

Este afio celebramos la Presentacion del Sefior el domingo 2 de febrero de
2025, donde en las guias rituales liturgicas se indica que es apropiado bendecir las
velas para uso litirgico y devocional en la Iglesia y en el hogar. Entendamos la
ensefianza de la Iglesia sobre las velas benditas.
Raiz original del uso de las velas de cera de abejas: Durante la persecucion de la
iglesia, las velas de cera de abejas se usaban en ceremonias nocturnas, especialmente
en las catacumbas que rodeaban Roma. Los padres de la iglesia proclamaron la cera
pura extraida de las abejas virgenes como simbolo de la carne pura de Cristo recibida
de su Madre Virgen. La llama consume la cera para dar luz, tal como Cristo se
sacrifico. Las velas representan tanto una fuente de luz como un simbolo de la fe de
uno. El uso de velas benditas en ceremonias litlirgicas como signo de reverencia y
festividad comienza en la historia de la Iglesia. La bendicion de las velas se realiza en
la fiesta de la Candelaria, el 2 de febrero de cada afo, para su uso durante todo el afo.
(Por qué necesitamos una vela bendita? Las velas benditas se consideran
sacramentales para el uso litirgico. La luz de la vela simboliza a nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo, la "Luz del mundo". Las velas benditas son un sacramental poderoso que
ayudard a alejar a los malos espiritus. La luz de la vela bendita simboliza a Jesus, la
Luz del mundo; encender velas benditas acompanado de una oracion es invocar la
presencia del Sefior que aleja a todos los espiritus de la oscuridad. La iluminacién de
la vela bendita es simbolo de esperanza, amor, devocion y fe. En tiempos dificiles, una
vela encendida puede ser un simbolo de coraje y ofrecer una sensacion de seguridad
frente al peligro y la muerte. Durante un desastre natural, como huracanes, incendios o
desastres, una vela encendida acompafiada de una oracion puede traer la intervencion
divina para la seguridad y la proteccion. Vela encendida junto con nuestra oracion a
Maria o a los santos por su intercesion, también una tradicion devota en la tradicion
catolica.
En nuestra parroquia, la Iglesia Catolica San Pablo Apostol, el fin de semana del 2
de febrero, que celebra la Presentacion del Seiior, habrda una bendicion de velas.
Los feligreses que deseen reservar una vela bendecida para usar en casa en caso de
peligros naturales con una donacion, deben informar al representante de la
parroquia ese fin de semana.
