Safe Haven Baby Boxes and the Ataya Kaser Memorial Scholarship Committee members seek to reward high
school and college students who are committed to using their gifts and talents to demonstrate awareness and
take proactive steps to raise awareness of Safe Haven Laws throughout the United States.

The Ataya Kaser Memorial Scholarship Fund (Foundation) will be awarding two (2), $2,000 scholarships to
eligible high school seniors and/or eligible undergraduate college students for college tuition during the next
academic school year. The scholarships will be awarded after completion of the Spring 2020 or Fall 2020
semester of college to support tuition, textbooks, and/or students fees. The number of scholarships and
amount awarded is based upon the available funding. Winners will be notified no later than October 10, 2019
and will be announced on October 12, 2019.

Please Note: If the funding available to students from the Ataya Kaser Memorial scholarship fund is not
sufficient, future awards might be adjusted as necessary.
