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Who is Jesus Christ? Many think of Jesus as a good man who lived, a kind teacher, or a prophet of God. These 

thoughts do not define who Jesus truly is. The Bible tells us that Jesus is God in the flesh; God in human form. 

Jesus is the TRUE G, the original, a TRUE outlaw. Jesus came to dismiss the religious-works mentality that the 

religious leaders of His day were promoting to the people. He came to show the TRUE way to God, and that is 

through Him alone, Jesus, the Son of God. He did not conform to the world’s way of laws and religion. Jesus 

obeyed all of God’s laws perfectly. Jesus walked this Earth as an outlaw to the religious people who claimed 

their way was THE way. He opposed the religious leaders who lead people astray from God by telling them to 

follow a set of rules to earn God’s favor. He became such a problem to the religious leaders that they wanted to 

get rid of Him. Jesus came to earth to teach us, heal us, correct us, forgive us, and die for us so that we may be 

saved and have peace with God. He came to shut down false ideas about religion and bring relationship with 

Him. Jesus came pure in the flesh to bare our sin so that our sin can be forgiven. We need a savior because our 

sin has separated us from God. Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is our one and only TRUE savior! 

John 1:1= In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the 

Word was God. 

John 1:14= the Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us. we have 

seen His glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, 

full of grace and truth.  

Romans 8:3= For what the law was powerless to do because it was weakened 

by the flesh, God did by sending his own son in the likeness of sinful flesh to be 

a sin offering. And so He condemned sin in the flesh.  

Ephesians 2:8-9= For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith - And this 

is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God - not by works, so that no one can 

boast. 
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Sin is what separates us from God. Sin is a thought or action in disobedience and rebellion towards God which 

forfeits TRUE peace and security which only God provides. Scripture states that if we have hatred in our heart, 

that we are guilty of murder. Sin is a heart issue that can only by healed by God. Our evil and self-destructive 

thoughts are still sinful even if a physical act does not occur. Sin produces pride, envy, shame, guilt, destruction, 

depression, fear, anxiety, paranoia, etc., and the worst part of it all, eternal separation from God. It is not worth 

it! Repent and be healed! 

We have an enemy who is out to kill, steal, and destroy us, and it is not the enemies we create here on Earth. His 

name is Satan, and he wants your soul. When we choose sin over repentance and forgiveness from God, we by 

default choose to serve Satan, which leads to death and eternal punishment of our soul. 

 

Romans 3:23= For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. 

Mark 7:20-23= “What comes out of a person is what defiles them. For it is from 

within, out of a person’s heart, that evil thoughts come- sexual immorality, 

theft, murder, adultery, greed, malice, deceit, lewdness, envy, slander, 

arrogance, and folly. All these evils come from inside and defile a person.” 

1 John 1:7-10= But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have 

fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, His Son, purifies us from 

all sin. If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not 

in us. If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins 

and purify us from all unrighteousness. If we claim we have not sinned, we 

make Him out to be a liar and His Word is not in us.  

1 John 3:15= Anyone who hates a brother or sister is a murderer, and you know 

that no murderer has eternal life residing in Him. 

1 Peter 5:8= Be alert and of sober mind. Your enemy the devil prowls around 

like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.  
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Stop and turn from your sin. Acknowledge that you are a sinner in need of a savior. We cannot save ourselves or 

anyone else. Believe that Jesus was raised from death to life. There is sufficient historical and medical evidence 

of Christ’s resurrection that He, indeed, was crucified, buried, and risen from death on the third day that 

hundreds of eyewitnesses personally saw with their own eyes. When we turn from our sins, we choose to live in 

obedience to God. It is humanly impossible to live a holy life apart from God. Jesus is the way to holiness. We do 

not need to clean our lives up first to come to Him. He cleanses us from the inside, then out. It takes the Holy 

Spirit of God and the Word of God to obey God and be perfect in His sight. Some religion will teach you to 

conduct works to be holy and right with God, and that is so far from the truth. Religion says, “Do”. Jesus says, 

“Done!”. 

Romans 5:8= but God demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were 

still sinners, Christ died for us.  

1 Corinthians 15:3-4= For what I received I passed on to you as of first 

importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, that He 

was buried, that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures. 

1 Peter 3:18= For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the 

unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in the body but made alive 

in the spirit.   

1 John 3:5= But you know that He appeared so that He might take away our sins. 

and in Him is no sin. 

Romans 10:9= If you declare with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in 

your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. 

2 Corinthians 5:21= God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in Him 

we might become the righteousness of God. 

 

 

Proverbs 28:13= whoever conceals their sins does not prosper, but the one 

who confesses and renounces them finds mercy. 
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Romans 6:23= For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in 

Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Romans 5:1= Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have 

peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

John 3:16= For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that 

whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life. 

John 10:10= the thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come 

that they may have life, and have it to the full. 

1 Timothy 2:5= For there is one God and one mediator between God and mankind, 

the man Christ Jesus. 

John 14:6= Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one 

comes to the Father except through me.” 

Hebrews 11:6= And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone 

who comes to Him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who 

earnestly seek Him. 

John 3:36= Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects 

the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on them. 

1 Corinthians 15:57= But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our 

Lord Jesus Christ. 

 

Why do we need a savior? The Bible tells us that we are all sinners. Because of our sin, we are separated from 

God and deserve His wrath and judgement. The punishment for sins committed against an infinite and eternal 

God is an eternal punishment. 

Romans 5:19= for just as through the disobedience of the one man the many 

were made sinners, so also through the obedience of the one man the many will 

be made righteous. 

Proverbs 14:12= There is a way that appears to be right, but in the end it leads 

to death. 
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Isaiah 59:2= But your iniquities have separated you from your God; your sins 

have hidden His face from you, so that He will not hear. 

Isaiah 64:6= All of us have become like one who is unclean, and all our 

righteous acts are like filthy rags; we all shrivel up like a leaf, and like the 

wind our sins sweep us away.  

 

John 1:12= Yet to all who did receive Him, to those who believed in his name, he 

gave the right to become children of God. 

Romans 10:10= For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and 

it is with your mouth that you profess your faith and are saved.  

 

2 Peter 3:9= The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand 

slowness. Instead He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but 

everyone to come to repentance. 

 

2 Chronicles 7:14= If my people, who are called by my name, will humble 

themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I 

will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land. 

1 John 1:9= If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us 

our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. 

Acts 3:19= Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, 

that times of refreshing may come from the Lord. 

2 Chronicles 30:9= …return to the Lord, … for the Lord your God is gracious 

and compassionate. He will not turn His face from you if you return to Him. 

Acts 4:12= Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under 

heaven given to mankind by which we must be saved. 

Matthew 4:17= From that time on Jesus began to preach, “Repent, for the 

Kingdom of Heaven has come near.” 
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Understand the Word of God by seeking Him with all your heart. Read His living Word, the Holy Bible, DAILY! 

Get involved in a solid Bible-teaching Church. Join small groups and Bible studies. Scripture tells us to stay firm 

in the faith and put on the armor of God to give us strength daily to fight the enemy’s (Satan) schemes. We are 

called to be in relationship with Jesus and we build a relationship by seeking Him, staying in His Word, and 

trusting in Him as our savior. It’s all about the personal relationship with Jesus rather than just a religious set of 

beliefs and works. 

Jeremiah 29:13= You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your 

heart. 

2 Chronicles 15:2= The Lord is with you when you are with Him. If you seek 

Him, he will be found by you, but if you forsake Him, he will forsake you. 

Psalm 34:4= I sought the Lord, and he answered me; He delivered me from all 

my fears. 

Psalm 9:10= those who know your name trust in you, for you, Lord, have 

never forsaken those who seek you. 

Psalm 119:2= Blessed are those who keep his statutes and seek Him with all 

their heart. 

Jeremiah 33:3= Call to me and I will answer you and tell you great and 

unsearchable things you do not know. 

Psalm 32:8= I will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; 

I will counsel you with my loving eye on you. 

Ephesians 1:17= I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the 

glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that 

you may know Him better. 

Proverbs 9:10= The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and 

knowledge of the Holy One is understanding. 

Romans 10:17= Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and 

the message is heard through the Word about Christ. 
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2 Timothy 3:16-17= All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, 

rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the servant of 

God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. 

Proverbs 3:5-6= Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your 

own understanding; in all your ways submit to Him, and He will make your 

paths straight.  

Romans 10:13= For, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be 

saved.” 

Ephesians 6:10-18= Finally, be strong in the Lord and in His mighty power. 

Put on the full armor of God, so that you can take your stand against the 

devil’s schemes. For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but 

against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark 

world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 

Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, 

you may be able to stand your ground, and after you have done everything, 

to stand. Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, 

with the breastplate of righteousness in place, and with your feet fitted 

with the readiness that comes from the gospel of peace. In addition to all 

this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the 

flaming arrows of the evil one. Take the helmet of salvation and the sword 

of the spirit, which is the word of God. And pray in the Spirit on all 

occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With this in mind, be alert 

and always keep on praying for all the Lord’s people.  

Evangelize and spread the Gospel and love of Jesus Christ to all. We have a God-given purpose in this life other 

than our jobs that we physically work every day. We have a more important job to do with our days here on 

earth. Love your neighbor as yourself. Let people see Jesus in you. We are all searching for a peace and joy that 

this world will never fulfill through anything other than a personal relationship with Jesus. 

 

Mark 16:15= He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel 

to all creation.” 

Matthew 28:19-20= “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, 

baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 

Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And 

surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” 
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2 Timothy 4:2= Preach the word; be prepared in season and out of season; 

correct, rebuke and encourage - with great patience and careful 

instruction. 

Mark 12:30-31= love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all 

your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength. The second is 

this: ‘love your neighbor as yourself.’ There is no commandment greater 

than these.  

Luke 24:47= And repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be preached in 

His name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.  

John 13:35= “By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you 

love one another.”  

Matthew 5:15-16= Nor do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. 

Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. In 

the same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your 

good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven. 

Many people view Christianity as attending church, performing rituals, and/or not committing certain sins. That 

is religion, not Christianity. TRUE Christianity is having a personal relationship with Jesus Christ by accepting 

Jesus as your personal savior by placing your own personal faith and trust in Him. No one can be saved by the 

faith of others or by praying certain prayers or by repeating prayers a certain number of times or by performing 

certain deeds. The only way to be saved is to personally repent, ask forgiveness of your sins, and accept Jesus as 

your savior by trusting in His death as the payment for your sins and His resurrection as your guarantee of 

eternal life. You may have seen a Sinner’s Prayer similar to the one below. Let this be a guide in how to come to 

God in prayer and start your relationship with Him: 

Dear Jesus, 

I admit that I am a guilty sinner in need of your forgiveness. Please forgive me for sinning against you. I 

accept your death on the cross as the penalty paid for my sins. Thank you for the gift of your love, mercy, and 

grace that is not based upon anything I have done. Please cleanse me and guide me closer to you this day 

and going forward. Please open my eyes to who you are and grant me understanding of your Word. By faith I 

receive you, Jesus, into my heart as the Son of God, and as Savior and Lord of my life. Guide me this day and 

every day, and help me to put my trust in you, to live for you and not for myself. 

In your name, I pray. 

Amen.
