     We recently put these pictures out on 
Facebook asking about the history of this 
house that was once on the island.  We had 
several “shares”, and a few “likes”, but no info. 
     Then we had a donation from Candace 
Vancko, the new owner of the Williams place 
in Clark Island village.  The donation was a 
collection of items related to the Central Labor 
Union Hall, plus other items of general interest 
to Clark Island.  The items appear to have been 
gathered by Dr Williams and his neighbor, Herb 
Shirrefs. 
     In the papers was a photo and a reference 
to the “White House”, identifying it as the 
house where the quarry manager lived, and a 
map of the island indicating – among other 
things – where the “White House” once stood.

     Kerry sent along a booklet that was used by the Town of St George in 1849 to summarize its local 
assessment to the State of Maine.   Below are the tallies for various items plus the first page of the 
vessels that were taxed in town.  There were 12 barks, 24 brigs, 67 schooners, 2 sloops, and 30 
boats, etc.   The listing of animals included 122 oxen, 352 cows, and 1477 sheep!  And a windmill…
