Photo and Information about John S Smalley of St George

John S Smalley, whose portrait is given herewith, was born in St
George May 24, 1861. Educated in town schools and worked on the
farm with his father until he was 13 years of age, when he went to sea,
which he followed for 13 years. After leaving the sea he settled in
Tenants Harbor and worked two years in the granite quarry. He was
appointed Deputy Sheriff in January 1889 and served the town as
Constable and Tax Collector. John S Smalley was a prominent member
of the Masonic fraternity and well known throughout Knox County. He
was married and had five children. He died in the winter of 1916.
